	Materials:

· 10 Copies of worksheets #1~ #4 (7 for class + 3 spare)
· 1 copy of worksheet #1answer sheet

· Realia (newspaper advertisement)
· Word card “Disclaimer”
· White board & pens


	Aims:
· To improve vocabulary skill regarding travel advertisement by matching words worksheet.

· To develop intensive reading skill by answering a guiding question and multiple choice questions to understand the details.
· To learn about accommodation information of internet advertisement by reading the text and writing an e-mail to travel agency.


	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to teacher’s instructions, explanations, and talking each other
· Speaking: answering questions, and talking in pairs
· Reading: reading an advertisement text and worksheets
· Writing: writing an asking question e-mail to internet travel agency 


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: ‘disclaimer’ noun, the examples of disclaimer
· Phonology:  Not available(usually writing)->usually spoken ‘It is not available’
· Function: Asking for accommodation information by writing
· Discourse: Writing the situation that students might experience in the future


	Assumptions: Students are -
· Used to working in pairs/small groups
· Used to get information by searching internet
· Interested in writing an asking e-mail


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not know some difficult vocabulary.

( Ask Ss to use guessing strategies.

( Provide more examples or explain them

( Let students refer to their dictionaries.

· Students may have a hard time reading the text and answering the questions in pair activities.

( Encourage students to do it by giving some advice.

( Help students with matters but not so much.

· If time is short,

( Reduce time of individual or pair work.

( Ask students to do homework

<Greeting>
Hello, Everyone? How are you?

<Instruction>

What month is today?
(Ss answer ‘August’)
You have already known that many people have summer vacation or holiday on August.
Have you ever traveled abroad for vacation?

(Students say) 

Yes(What kind of source did you use for collecting information of trip to abroad? Internet? Travel agency? Newspaper?
 No( Have you searched internet or newspaper to plan to your abroad trip?
(Teacher shows newspaper advertisement)

When summer season, we can see lots of commercial advertisements from travel agency.

Today, we are going to learn about commercial advertisement.

	Procedure:
I. Vocabulary

KEY WORD

(Teacher tapes the word card on white board and reads.)
<Instruction>

Teacher pronounces and students repeat.

Please repeat after me : “disclaimer” 

Teacher elicits words of meaning.

And explains the definition of the word.
Okay, from now we are going to do a matching activity.
(Distribute the worksheet#1 to students.)
Matching Word Activity

<Instruction>

Match the word on the left to the meaning on the right.
Draw a line to match. Work with your partner. Next person of you will be a partner. You have 3 minutes.

<Demonstration>

Here is an example. The first word on your left side of worksheet is “gulf”. Find the definition of “gulf” on the right side and draw a line.
<CCQ>

Are you working with partner?
How much time do you have?
(Teacher monitors discreetly.)

Let’s check the answer together.

What did you get for “gulf”?
(Check all the answers orally with students.)

Okay, and then let’s start today’s reading text.


	Main activity

	Materials: worksheet#2, worksheet#3, white board & pens

	Procedure:
I. Skimming for the main idea
Teacher writes the guiding question on the board.

“Who do you think wrote the text?”

(Teacher distributes worksheet#2)
<Instruction>
Skim the text. Think about this question when you read. You have 1 minute. Work alone.

<CCQ>

What should you do?

How much time do you have?

Now, turn over your reading text and discuss about the question with your partner.
(Teacher monitor discreetly)

Teacher check students answers.
II. Scanning for details.

(Teacher Distributes worksheet#3)
<Instruction>

Read the worksheet. This time, scan the text and find the answers to the questions. You have 2minutes. Work alone.
<CCQ>

What are you going to do?
How much time do you have?
(Teacher monitors discreetly.)

(Teacher gives time limit.)
You have 1 minute left. 

Now, check the answers together.

What is the answer for question number 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(same for question 2, 3)

I. Free production

How do you feel when you found a just perfect advertisement for your trip to abroad?

Now, we are going to write an E-mail for asking occupancy.

(Teachers distribute worksheet#4)
<Instruction>

Write an e-mail to travel agency about room occupancy for your trip.
You have 3 minutes. Work alone.

<Demonstration>

Write your e-mail address on “from” section, and write down the dates you want to check-in and check-out. Don’t forget the number of person you want to go with.

(Teacher monitors actively.)

Teacher gives time limit.

You have 1 minute left.

Teacher shows teachers’ e-mail text to students.
