1. Introduce  today’s grammar point 
Instruction

(Putting pictures on the board) Class, who do you see on the pictures? Yeah, right. Both are attractive, right? Who do you like more? (Eliciting from Ss) I like OO more. When we like one thing more than the other, we can use ‘would rather’ (CCQ), and we’ll learn more about it today.

	Procedure:

1. Group activity : Find grammar formulas
Instructions
Now, we are going to do some group activity. Let’s make a group of 
4. I’m going to give you this worksheet (Demonstration) , and what you need to do is to read the example sentences and write down at least 4 rules or formulas. You can write down more than four. I’ll give you two min. (CCQ) OK, start. (Time management) Are you guys done? Do you need more time? (If Ss need more time, give them 30 more seconds ) (Teacher actively monitoring) OK. Group A, how many formulas did you find? What are they? (Ss presenting their own formulas and teacher writes them down.) Anything else?
Demonstration
Teacher explains what to do with the worksheet before the activity.

CCQ
What are you supposed to do with this worksheet?

How many minutes?
How many formulas?
-If Ss don’t volunteer, pick one and have the student answer. 
-If any group has difficulty finding the formulas, teacher gives it a hint.
2. Learn the grammar rules

Instructions
(Teacher pointing at the board) These are the formulas you’ve found on your own, and let’s find out which ones are true. Raise your hands if you think this one is right. (Ss raise their hands, and teacher goes through the same process for all of the students’ rules) OK, the basic structure of would rather is ‘would rather verb A than verb B’. We can learn this through a chant. Class, listen first and repeat after me. Good job. OO, can you make one example sentence? (Elicit the example from Ss) Good. However, we can omit verb B when both verbs are the same.  For example, I would rather eat healthy food than pizza. Another example? (Elicit the example from Ss) Excellent. 
Demonstration
Teacher demonstrates a grammar chant before Ss repeat.

CCQ
-If Ss can’t find all of the rules, teacher provides them to Ss without waiting too long. 
-T provides explanation of the grammar rules if necessary.

	Procedure:

1. drilling
Instruction

We are going to do some drilling. What was the basic structure of would rather? Do you remember ? (Teacher eliciting from Ss and writes it down on the board.) Here are the sign cards for the substitution drill. The first line of the paper is for part A, and the other is for part B. For example, if I show you this card, what are you supposed to say? (Eliciting) Good. Let’s start. (Teacher keeps showing the sign cards and Ss answers.)
Demonstration

Teacher first shows Ss how to do drilling.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do here?
For example, if I show you this card, what are you supposed to say? 
2. Conclude lesson 

Let’s review today’s lesson. What grammar point did we learn today? What are the grammar rules of would rather? (Elicit the example from Ss) Good job. And we did group activity and some drilling. 
Give homework
Class, attention, plz. Today’s homework. What you need to do is to make five example sentences using would rather~than. I’ll check your homework next class. (CCQ) For the next lesson, we’ll learn about another helping verb ’may’, ok?

Any questions about today’s lesson?
What are you supposed to do for your homework?

By when? 

You all did great today. Let’s call it a day. See you next class~!
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Helping verb ‘would rather than’

Aims:


-to learn the usage of ‘would rather’ through group activity 


-to practice and internalize ‘would rather’ through drilling


-to complete the homework on their own





Language Skills:


-speaking: group activity and drilling


-listening: teacher’s instructions, group activity and drilling








Language Systems:


-grammar: learning ‘would rather’ inductively


-discourse: group activity


-lexis: words for drilling


-function: how to tell the time based on everyday activities 


-phonology: monitor students’ pronunciation when they speak out loud











Assumptions: 


-Ss are on pre- intermediate level


- Ss have the understanding of helping verbs


- teacher needs to encourage them to participate actively in group work or drilling








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- students may have some difficulty understanding the concept of the grammar point → teacher explains the concept to them in different ways and expose them to lots of examples


-students may not be able to understand some of the teacher’s instructions of what to do in activities → teacher double-checks their understanding by asking students CCQ


-if time is short → cut the activity or drills short and regulate the time given to Ss 


-teacher makes sure students know the words used for substitution drill, and if they don’t, let them know the meaning of the unknown words
