	Aims:
-Students will learn how to express their opinion for weekend plans and vacations.

-Students will practice having conversation through talking to each other.

-Students will learn many various vocabularies and idioms.

-Students are inspired and encouraged to try using English.



	Language Skills:
-Listening :listen to the teacher’s instruction and other students’ talking and the speakers’ dialogue on the CD 
-Speaking: suggest  their opinion and discussion with group members, prediction.

-Writing: writing the words& idioms answers on the wall chart, writing the answers on the fill-in-the-blanks worksheet as listening .

- Reading: read new words and idioms.




	Language Systems:
-Phonology :listening to the sound of the speakers’ dialogue 
-Lexis :words used to describe their thoughts and feeling  
-Function: having discussion

-Discourse: exchange students’ opinion and sharing their experiences




	Assumptions:
Students already know:

-How the class is set up and run
-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

-Students are able to express their opinion in English.

-All students are young adults.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Students may not be able to understand instruction

: give students one more explanation. 

-Students may not be able to pick up details from listening

: chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

: ask as many students as possible about their experiences and opinions.

-Students may need more time to work on the worksheet 

: let them help each other.
