<Listening Activity>
Instruction
Ask Ss what social phobia is. (Ss Answer)

Explain how to listen: 
Ss have two chances- first: just watch &listen, second: listen & write down Key Words.
Ss have to skim and scan the story focusing on the meaning, symptoms, and causes of social phobia.
CCQ
This clip is about __________? 
How many times can you listen?

Can you write down at the first listening?
What kinds of things we have to focus on? 

Instruction
Play the video clip about “Social Phobias” one time.
After the first listening, distribute worksheet #2.

(Mention that some difficult medical terms are written on the worksheet.)

Let Ss listen one more time and write down some key words.
< Comprehension Check>

Instruction
Discuss about social phobia, especially focusing on meaning, causes, and symptoms. 

<Group Discussion>
Instruction
Discuss about treatment of phobias in pairs.
(Is it possible? How?)

Share each group’s idea together about treatment of phobias.

(Listen and take notes on major errors. Do not interrupt their conversation)

<Feedback>
Explain Ss’ repeated mistakes.(In the case that Ts find some mistakes in Ss’ activities)  

Check students have questions or not.

Find out new phobias.( for short presentation of next class)
The phobias already talked in class can not be used.

Topic: Phobia - What are you afraid of? 





Materials:


- Video Clip about Agora Phobia & Social Phobia 


- Beam projector, Computer with the Internet connection


- VOCA worksheet (8 copies), Listening Comprehension worksheet (8 copies) 


- White board, Board markers, and Board erasers





Aims:


-  The Ss will learn the meaning of “phobia” and various kinds of phobias. 


-  The Ss will practice listening and picking up details throughout skimming and scanning.   


-  The Ss will develop their speaking skills by sharing ideas in a group and class.  


-  The Ss will be familiar with making conversations in English.


-  The Ss will know various kinds of phobias and improve writing skills.





-  To learn various kinds of phobias and improve writing skills


-  To be familiar with speaking in front of many people.





Language Skills:


Listening: Video clip listening, group talk, class discussion and teacher’s instruction


Speaking: Comprehension check, group talk, and class discussion


Writing: Worksheets and short essay homework


Reading: Worksheets, notes on the board and video clips








Language Systems:


Phonology: Practice the pronunciations related to vocabularies  


Lexis: Key words related to phobia (worksheet #1& #2) 


Function: Making conversation about phobias and learning various types of them. 


Discourse: Sharing experiences throughout class discussion, group talking, and homework essay 











 





Assumptions:


Ss already know teacher’s teaching style.


Ss are not too young. (over 12 years old) 


Ss are mostly active.


Ss are upper intermediate level.


Ss know how skim and scan.


Ss have their own phobias.


Ss are familiar with writing short essays.


Ss already prepared VOCA test. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- If there is a problem with the beam projector or computer program 


: Verbally explain about “Social Phobia” and discuss more concisely about its symptoms, causes, treatments and differences from shyness using worksheet #1 and #2.


- If there is someone who don’t have any phobias when they discuss about them


: Let the Ss talk about phobias which he or she just knows already. 


- If Ss have difficulties in remembering some medical terms in the video clip


: Let Ss not to memorize them, just skim and understand them. (Some difficult medical terms are written on worksheet #2 already, so Ss don’t need to dictate.) 


- If time is shorter than expected


: Cut off VOCA check and change that into homework.
