	Pre-Task 

	Materials: 3 dolls, color papers, flash cards

	Time

	Procedure:
<Greeting and Warmer >
Greet:  wave the hands and smile, saying “Hello”.
Show the flash cards (In the front side, today’s key expression is written. The picture to express the key words is in the back of  the card). Ask “Where is he?” Let students answer it. Then speak the right answer, showing the back side of the card.

Show the 3 dolls (e.g. Bear, Bee, Pig). Arrange them. Ask “Where is Bear?”  Elicit the answer (e.g. “Bear is in front of Bee.”). Arrange dolls differently, practice more.(The practice should cover all the key expressions.) 
Hand out some color paper to the student (each person, 1 set –  square, circle, triangle- shaped paper). Let the students express the key expressions with the paper as Teacher says.

<The Text Reading>
Read the text, showing the picture. 

When there is a blank in the text (the blank is for key expressions.), let the students answer it. Then let students write it down on their own text paper.

Practice & repeat to speaking with the key expressions, changing the picture until the students feel confident to use the key words. 

If students make an error, correct immediately.
