Climate
France has a temperate climate, and is made up of four broad climatic zones:  

· the humid seaboard zone west of the line Bayonne-Lille with cool summers;  

· a semi-continental zone with cold winters and hot summers in Alsace-Lorraine, along the rhodanian corridor and in the mountainous massifs (Alps, Pyrénées, Massif Central);  

· an intermediate zone with cold winters and hot summers in the North, the Paris region and the central region;  

· a Mediterranean zone with mild winters and very hot summers in the south of France. 

The culture of France is noted for its cosmopolitan, civilized approach to life, combined with great concern for style, fashion and appearances. The French value family life, the art of cooking good food and enjoyment of theatrical and musical arts. 
 United Kingdom
England has a fairly temperate climate and can sometimes be overcast. However, we enjoy long summer evenings due to our northerly latitude and periods of fine weather can happen in all seasons. 

The weather can vary greatly from day to day, but generally summer (June-August) is a hot 14-30 (C, and winter (December-February) is a cool 1-5 (C. There is quite a difference in temperature between Northern England and Southern England. Generally, the further south, the warmer it is likely to be.
Seasonal variation & what to wear
Whatever the season, the English weather is liable to change from day to day, so if you are wondering what to wear, it is a good idea to bring a selection of items including some light clothes, items you can layer (that way you can add or remove layers depending on temperature), at least one warm pullover and a waterproof coat or umbrella. To get a better idea about what to pack, look at the seaonal variations you can expect in England:  

Religion

England is predominantly a secular country, though the Christian Church of England is entwined in its affairs of state and many non-churchgoing English people routinely state their religion as Church of England. In the 2001 Census some 35 million people (of a total population of 49 million) were identifed as Christians. The Church of England is the largest Christian Church and also the established or official state church. Other common Christian churches include Roman Catholic and Methodist. The 2001 Census also identified over 1.5 million Muslims, 500,000 Hindus and 300,000 Sikhs. 

Food

English food is often considered unappetizing by those from other countries. However, traditional English meals can be delicious and nutritious. Some typical English dishes are fish and chips (fish, eg cod, "rock", plaice or skate, fried in batter and served with fried potato chips - perhaps one of the earliest take aways), the English breakfast (fried eggs and bacon served with sausage, fried tomatoes, baked beans, mushrooms, black pudding, fried bread...) and the Sunday roast (roast beef, pork, lamb or chicken served with roast potatoes and other vegetables and often Yorkshire pudding).
