	Materials:
 - Whiteboard, board markers
 - Picture of dragon
 - Worksheet #1 (Story text) ; 9 copies (8copies for each pair + 1 extra copy)

 - Worksheet #2 (Crossword) ; 9 copies (8 copies for each pair + 1 extra copy) 
 - Wall chart ; the same as worksheet #2 
 - Song CD & CD Player (Dialogue; about 70 seconds)
 


	Aims:
- To learn vocabulary by guessing 
- To get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question. 

- To improve scanning skill by solving the crossword
- To enjoy the story through singing a song



	Language Skills:
 - Reading: Skimming for main idea and scanning for detail 

 - Listening: Song for the story 

 - Speaking: Talking to each other in pairs using the worksheet 

 - Writing: Answering the question on the worksheet



	Language Systems:
- Lexis:  Words from the text “Puff, the magic dragon”
- Discourse: Guessing words from the text, Working in pairs to find the answers, comparing the answers after finishing the worksheet


	Assumptions:
Students already know;

  - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

  - how the class is set up 
- they should speak only English in the class

All students are adults and have same nationality.
They enjoy pair work and group discussion.

Most students like story and music.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Ss may have trouble understanding the story because of some words.

  →Give Ss more clues to get the meaning

- Ss may have difficulty in completing crosswords. 

→ Have Ss do themselves first and give some help.

→ If they still don`t know, explain the general story of the text.

- If Ss need more time to finish their activity.

→ Be flexible with the time. 

→Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

- If Ss finish their activity early

→Give Ss an extra comprehension questions about the story.

	Pre-teaching vocabulary
<Introduction>
Let’s learn new words that will help you to read the text.
<Present>

(Write “ perch” on the board)

Think about birds. What are usually birds doing in the sky?
(Wait for a moment to have Ss say answer)

Good, they fly in the sky. But do they fly all the time?
They perch in trees, especially on a twig.

“perch”  means sit on something, especially the edge of it or higher place. Look at me. I perch on the edge of the desk.
Repeat after me, perch. 
<CCQs>

Can elephant perch on your desk?

Can bird perch on your shoulder?
Tell me something that can perch on~.

	Practice 1 – Guiding Questions

<Instruction>
This is story about a boy and a dragon.
While read the text check if the ending of the story is happy or sad, and think about the reason, too.
I`ll give you 2minutes to read. 

Read individually. 

<CCQs>
Do you read with your partner?

How much time do you have?

Do you have to read every detail of the story?
(Distribute the reading text)

Monitor actively and give Ss time warning before 30seconds. 
Check the answers together after reading.
Practice 2 – Detailed Questions

<Instruction>
Do you like crossword?

Read the clues of crossword and read the story again. You will find the answers easily. Try not to read the word bank at bottom of the worksheet at first. But you can use the word bank if it is hard to find the answers. I`ll give you 2minutes to read. 

Work with your partner.
<CCQs>
How much time do you have?

What will help you if you cannot find the answer easily?
(Distribute the crossword worksheet)
Monitor actively and elicit the answer if they get stuck.
Check the answers together.
