	Assumptions:
Ss know the teacher’s teaching style and the classroom rule (only in English)
Ss are familiar with pair works 
Ss know how to skim and scan



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  There is an unexpected new student
->  provide the new student  extra copies and help him or her to join the class
- If the time running out  
->  shorten the pair work time 
- Ss are less successful to make their own sentences in pair works
->   1. even though  SS can proceed their pair work  -> Don’t interrupt them

      2. SS are not able to proceed their pair work  -> help them activate their pair work
