1. Relative-Clause :
Example:”The services station *which is close to my apartment repairs cars on Sundays. OR The service station *that……”

· Which one is the relative word?
· Ss: *which and *that.

2.Conjunctions -clause

Example: “Marry will be happy *if John moves in with her.”
· T: Is this a *conjunctive-clause?
