The language course I took in America was really helpful. When I went to America first, I took a language course for 1 month before my first day of college. It was leaded by native speaker and it was “English Only” class. I was ready to study and my teacher had brilliant teaching skills. There are several reasons why I think the class was perfect.   

First of all, some characters of adult learners were really helpful for me to learn English. When I started language course, I was highly motivated because I planed to go University next month, so I had to do my best to be familiar with English, especially speaking. So, without any punishments or rewards, I tried to study hard automatically. Moreover, because I had various kinds of knowledge and experiences than children, it was easier to understand some difficult topics, like legal systems, and environmental problems. In addition, my teacher always showed respect and it made me not to hesitate answering his questions. All these characters; goal-oriented, autonomous, knowledgeable and shown respect helped me to study English more effectively.  
The class was a modern classroom. Different from my former classes in Korea, the class I took in America consisted of lots of discussions, group works, and activities. My former classes were so-called “classical classes” which are mostly leaded by only teachers with strict atmosphere. In these kinds of classrooms, teachers explain something and students just listen. However, the class I took in America was focused on communicative skills, and my teacher was like a manager and friend. Even though he didn’t give us a lot of lecture, he tried to make us participate in the class with comfortable environment. Modern class room style teaching was important to make the class more active and communicative.   
My teacher made the class more vivid using diverse multiple intelligences. My teacher always used large gestures when he explained and gave students many handouts to make us understand the lesson easily. Also, he usually divided us into several groups and let us work together to encourage social networking. In addition, he used various tools like a giant map of America to explain each state’s character, pop songs like Beatles and movies like “Pirates of Caribbean” to make the class more interesting. He tried to make his class more active and effective based on various intelligences; Bodily, Linguistic, Logical, Visual, Musical and Interpersonal intelligences. And it works really well. 
My teacher used the most effective way to teach; integrated, communicative teaching method. As many second language learners, I had trouble with speaking. Even though I had studied English more than 10 years and knew lots of grammars and words, I was scared to speak English in real life. Even in the situation I knew suitable words I can say, I just hesitated without saying anything. That’s because I had learned listening, reading, and writing a lot, but not speaking. However, the class I took in America was focused on normal communication in real life. In the class, I could use not only listening, reading, writing skills, but also speaking skill and it was helpful. I think the most effective way to study second language is integrated method mixed all 4 language skills.

As I said above, the language course I took in America was really successful, even though it was short time; just for one month. Fist of all, I was ready to study. I was highly motivated, autonomous, knowledgeable student and my teacher always showed respect. Moreover, the class was not classical style, so I could feel free to study in comfortable environment. In addition, my teacher used diverse teaching style based on multiple intelligences. That made the class more interesting and active. Lastly, he made us use all 4 skills in class; Listening, Writing, Reading, and Speaking. His integrated and communicative teaching style made students use English in real life not only just in class. The class I took and my teacher was perfect for me.
