Thanksgiving Day is celebrated on the fourth Thursday in the month of November every year. The original pilgrims celebrated the autumn harvest with a feast of thanks. The 'First Thanksgiving Day Feast' was in the year 1621. After the United States gained independence, Congress recommended one yearly day of thanksgiving for the whole nation to celebrate.

Thanksgiving Day is a day marked as a gesture of thanks and gratitude to Lord Almighty for his blessings. It is also a celebration to mark the respect towards Indians for teaching the pilgrims how to harvest crops. Pilgrims could not have survived without the help of the native Indians.

Thanksgiving Day is a time of festivity, family meals and reunions in America. Carved turkeys, Pumpkin Pie, Corns, Beans, and Cranberry Sauce are the traditional dishes adorning the dinner tables in almost every house.

Thanksgiving Day is a time for gifting your family and friends. The day is a time to show your gratitude and respect to your elders, friends, your siblings and also your colleagues. Popular gifts include thanksgiving flowers, jewelry, baked cookies, chocolates, candies, and wine.

Thanksgiving Day is the official beginning of the Christmas season. The following Friday after thanksgiving is famously known as 'Black Friday'. This is so, because of the standard accounting practice of writing profits in black. The ongoing festive spirit, shopping spree, helps the shopkeepers to register maximum sales and profits.

Aims:


-  Ss will learn not only language, also American culture.  


-  Ss will practice reading and picking up details throughout skimming and scanning.   


-  Ss will develop their speaking skills by sharing ideas in pair and class discussion.  


-  Ss will be familiar with making conversations in English.


-  Ss will know similarities and differences between Chuseok and Thanksgiving Day.





-  To learn various kinds of phobias and improve writing skills


-  To be familiar with speaking in front of many people.

Assumptions:

Ss have heard about Thanks Giving Day.


Ss are 13 to 19 years old. 


Ss are mostly active.


Ss are intermediate level.


Ss have heard about Thanks Giving Day.


Ss are familiar with writing short essays.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- If there is a problem with the beam projector or computer program 


: Verbally explain about Thanks Giving Day and discuss more concisely using worksheets.


- Ss may have some trouble with understanding the meaning of pilgrim. 


             : Explain again despite of last class’s VOCA review. 


- If there is not enough time to complete the lesson


             :  Change group discussion to class discussion to shorten the time. 


- If there the class is shorter than expected


:  Discuss about other holidays in America and Korea.
