(2) Oral story

Now I’ll introduce a conversation between friends. One is Korean, and the other is American.
(T shows a conversation with one volunteer.)
“Hi, Nami.”
“Hello, Matt.”
“I’m hungry. Why don’t we eat something delicious?”
“Great. I’m hungry, too.”
“Oh, there is McDonald’s. Don’t you like hamburgers?”
“Yes, I do.”
“Cool. Please wait here just a minute while I’m getting some hamburgers.”
“Matt. I said I don’t like hamburgers.”
“What? But you said ‘yes’ from my question.”
“No, I just…”
<CCQs>

What was the problem of this conversation?
Does Nami like hamburgers?

How did Matt understand Nami’s answer?

The misunderstanding comes from the differences of cultures between Korea and America. Before we study the grammar, let’s see the worksheet #1.
Answer the true of false questions, and talk about this with your group members. You have 2 minutes.

<CCQs>

 How much time do you have?

 With whom do you work?

(Distribute the worksheet #1 )
(Monitor and watch individual work discreetly and if Ss raise some questions about it, give them some helps)

Ok. Time’s up. 
No matter what questions you got,  don’t think about the grammar. If you like hamburgers, just say “Yes”. And if you don’t like hamburgers, just say “No.”.  Just think about yourself. Don’t think about the grammar. It is the main point of negative questions.

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Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-If students have hard time drilling, give students more chance to practice.


-If students don’t understand clearly, provide more examples and explanation.


-If time is running out, shorten the post activity time. (cut-off plan)


-If there is more time than expected, give students more time to practice comparative forms in pair. (SOS plan)
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
