Conclusion
What I learned from ABC academic was the foundation of my English studies and the learning experience is still helpful for my successful 2nd and 3rd learning languages. 
My 2nd language (English) learning experience at ABC academic in Korea was successful because of their unique education system with CNN news. Listening, dictating, and reading CNN news was the major tool to teach and learn English in the class. I personally believe that I had reached my goal at that time and the experiences at ABC academic had consequently helped me to build the foundation of my knowledge in English. 
First of all, when it comes to characteristics of adult learners, I am self-directed and goal-oriented.  Upon making a decision of going abroad to study English, I made a firm determination that I won’t waste my time and energy by studying vocabularies and grammar rules at the library in Canada, unfortunately this situation happens to many learners. I wanted to make the most of time during the staying in Canada. To increase my English level as high as possible during staying in Canada, I wanted to have a daily communication with local people based on what I know and make as many friends as possible, not studying in the library alone. Therefore, my goal in the process of the preparation was clearly set and I knew what I had to do to reach my goal. In addition, speaking of teacher, Mr. Kim, in CNN news class was the most helpful facilitator who was full of passion and energy during the class. He had encouraged me to keep my passion and efforts toward English by giving me a confidence that listening, dictating, and reading news loudly is one of the best way to improve my English. 
Second, the program at ABC academic consists of mixed style with traditional and modern classrooms by using CNN news. The number of students in class was tended to be higher and explaining vocabularies/phrase verbs are required as needed, in which we can see in the traditional classroom; however, those factors didn’t impact on the results badly. The reason is that each student had their own recorded news for the class so that they could prepare and review the news repeatedly before and after class. As dictating the news in the class, the teacher paused it as needed and acted as a good facilitator by encouraging students to speak out what they heard about, even words/phrase verb. Students’ involvement level was quite higher during the class. After completing the dictation, students and teachers discussed the topics to understand the culture better.
Third, I think that individual study & independent reading in ACB academic was really suitable for me since I consider myself “Intrapersonal intelligence”. After dictating and learning vocabularies/expressions from CNN news class, I had to submit the completed dictated news on the very next day. Even though I learned major points of the news in the class it was still hard to dictate all the words especially the articles such as a/an/of/in/at etc. To dictate the whole news, I had to listen the news more than 25 times repeatedly and tremendous efforts and a lot of time had to be involved; however, as time went by, the number of listening the news repeatedly was decreased. This activity allowed me enough time to listen the news carefully with my own pace and to be familiar with the usage of words/expressions properly. Furthermore, I was self-motivated as I could see my improvement of listening skill by filling out most of sentences as time went by.
Last, I strongly agree with the theory of Stephen Krashen, learning 2nd Language should be the same way as 1st Language. Regardless of awareness and acknowledgement, 2nd language learners were eventually followed the steps of Natural-Order Hypothesis while learning 2nd language. When I looked back my 2nd language experiences, I believe that I was also taking the steps of Natural-Order Hypothesis as my ability level was making a progress further. Let’s take a look at my case step by step. At the early stage of learning, I was at the “pre-production” stage for a long time since I was only learning grammar rules/vocabularies and reading text books, not speaking & listening. And then, my English level was improved at the “early production” stage as I was practicing speaking and listening based on absorbed knowledge. After some period of time at “early production” stage, I was able to reach at “speech emergence” level through the CNN news class. Finally, I believe that I was able to achieve at the level of “Intermediate fluency” during the one year staying in Canada.
To conclude, through the CNN news class, I was able to cover every aspect of English that result in changing my brain to think and speak in English. What I learned from the CNN news class was not only listening skill but also how to study 2nd language effectively and successfully.
