	Procedure: Description of activities
 <Greeting>

 T: Hello everyone!  How are you doing today?

( Engage Ss in the class with greeting talks)

 S: Good.

 T: How’s the weather today?

 S: It’s Sunny.

 T: Yeah, That’s right.  These days, Autumn is in the air.
< Eliciting>

T: Ok, Now, I’ll show you one picture.

    Let’s see the picture. Can you see the picture?
(T: Put on one picture of the Opera Hose on the W/B)

T: What’s this?

S: Opera House.
T: That’s right.  As you know, This is one of the most famous places in Australia to travel and take beautiful pictures.
   Have you ever been to Australia?

S: Ex) Yes, I have / No I haven’t

T:  In my case, I have never been there. 
Someday I hope to go there. Maybe this will be 

wonderful place to travel for anyone.
T: And then there’s a beautiful song for you guys.

First of all Let’s listen carefully.

S: Listen to song carefully.
T: How about this? (or How’s this song?)
S: ex) Nice, Good, beautiful, awesome, wonderful…
T; Have you ever listened to this song? 

S: ex) Yes / No

T; Yeah, the title of this song is “Have you ever been in Love” and this song is sung by westlife.

T; Can you recognize lyrics in detail?
S: ex) Yes, I can / No I can’t 
T: I’ll give you a couple of paper which is the lyrics of this song.(Distribute  the worksheet#1 about the song lysics.)
T: Have you ever fallen in love like this song?
S: ex) Yes, I have / No, I haven’t 
T: I think that most people have fallen in love once. 
- Introducing today’s topic:

T: Today, we are going to learn a pattern called ‘Present perfect” related “have you ever been to _______?~ and I have been to __________”.

 (Monitor and Watch pair work directly and If  Ss 

 Raise some questions about it, give them some tips)

< CCQ>

1. Are you working alone? (No)
2. How much time do you have? (5 min)

Give 5 min. T monitors…(Time warning)
- Feedback (Elicitation)
>>> Check the answers with class. 
T: Ok. Time’s up.  Make your whole class and sit down.

    Let’s check the answers each person.
    Is there any volunteer? Who goes first?
    If we don’t have any volunteer, I’ll pick up anyone

    Ok, Regina, tell me about your survey result.

S: Regina answer.

T: Very good.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-If it is too easy for students to study present perfect.


→Teach negative sentence about present perfect.


 -If there is less time than expected.


→Reduce the game time.


-If there is more time than expected.


→Give students more activities to make sentences with practice present perfect.
