	Materials:
 - Whiteboard, board markers
 - Listening CD & CD Player (2 Dialogues; about 30, 70 seconds)

 - Worksheet #1(fill in the blank) ; 7 copies (6 copies for each pair + 1 extra copy)

 - Worksheet #2 ; 13 copies (12 copies for each student + 1 extra copy)

  - Worksheet #3; 13 copies (12 copies for each student + 1 extra copy)
 -  Worksheet #4; 4 copies (3 copies for each group + 1 extra copy)



	Aims:
 - To learn English by listening to a real-life dialogue
 - To understand a short dialogue

 - To practice speaking through discussing with group members about the topic related to the 

dialogue

 - To understand vocabulary related to the dialogue by match-the-meaning activity

 - To practice writing English through writing the answers in the blanks on the worksheet



	Language Skills:
 - Reading: Vocabulary worksheet
 - Listening: The speakers’ dialogue on the CD about food & recipe, the teacher’s instruction, 

                      talk to other students

 - Speaking: Prediction, deducing the meaning of words, comparing answers and discussion within 

                      groups
 - Writing: write students’ own sentences through worksheet



	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Words related to food & recipe
- Phonology: Listening to the sound of the speakers’ dialogue and reading loudly to answer the questions after they write the answers

- Discourse: Working in pairs to find the answers, comparing the answers after finishing the worksheet, having a discussion what might happened after listening to the dialogue
                         


	Assumptions:
Students already know;

  - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

  - how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

- they should speak only English in the class

All students are young adults. ( they are over 20 years old)

Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.

Most students must have known how to cook at least one. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
 Ss may not be able to follow the dialogue easily
   -> Let them listen to the dialogue again until they get the Gist

 Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

   -> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

 Ss finish their task earlier than expected

   -> Give Ss more time for the discussion
 If time is running out

   -> Cut 2nd Main activity short 

   -> Shorten the discussion time

<Greeting>

Hello, everyone. How are you today?

How was your weekend? Has anybody done anything special this weekend? 

<Eliciting and Prediction>

Do you enjoy eating? 
What kind of food do you like? 

Do you enjoy cooking? 
What food can you cook?
(Ss answer & write them on the whiteboard)
Today, we are going to listen to a dialogue about food & recipe. But first, let’s find out some expression connecting food.

	Ⅰ. Pre-Activity (Vocabulary Dictation)
(Distribute the worksheet#1)

<Instruction>
You will listen a dialogue between Lauren and Andy. They are talking about food. Fill in the blanks. After checking the answers and then we’ll practice this dialogue with your partner. 
(Play the CD player)
Now let’s find out the answers. Speak the first line loudly, what is it? The second one?  … And the last one?

(Write the proper English on the board)

Now you can correct your writing if there are any errors.
<Concept Check>

Come close to your partner.

How much time do we have?

Observe what the students are doing. Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Point out 1 pair and let them role playing.

	Ⅱ. Pre- Activity (Matching Vocabulary)
(Distribute the worksheet#2)

< Instructions>

There are each 10  food & 10 container or quantity words. Let’s match proper words. 
<Concept Check>

Are you working individual?
How much time do you have?

Give students time to work. If students ask some questions, answer them. If students don’t do well, help them with some more examples. Ask students if they are ready, and check up the answers when they say yes.

Now let’s compare the answers. What match well with Extra-ripe bananas?

	Ⅰ. Listening for the main idea
(Distribute the worksheet#2)

<Instruction>

Now, I will start to play the recording. Listen to two people talking about what ingredients they need in order to make their favorite food. Then cross out the ingredients they don’t need.

<Concept Check>

What are you supposed to do?

Can you take notes?

(Play tracks)

Would you like to listen one more time?

If the answer is yes, have the students listen again.

Give clear feedback to every response of students.

Ⅱ. Listening for details: Speaking after the recording
<Instruction>

Now, let’s listen to the story again. This time you should focus on finding out details. You can fill out the worksheet#3. The recording will be played twice without stopping.

<Concept Check>

What should you do while listening?

How many times will the recording be played?

 (Play the recording three times without stopping)

If students don’t do well, play and pause the play.

Compare the notes with your partner. If you don’t know anything well, ask other students or me.
