	Aims:
· To remind vocabulary related to an interesting subject (Birthday Presents) by talking with brain storming
· To learn vocabulary from a short story by listening and answering questions on the worksheet#1
· To predict a story might be happened by speaking with pictures (It is okay even incorrect prediction.)

· To practice comprehension of context by listening to a short story(The Birthday Present) several times and answering questions on the worksheet#2
· To be able to learn the way of writing a letter to someone else by writing letters for classmates in doing an activity
· To practice expressions  by speech with letters for classmates in doing post activity


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   listening to the recording, the teacher and students

· Speaking:  talking to each other through the pair/group work for brain storming  and  predicting stories
· Reading:  reading the new words’ definition on the worksheet #1, reading worksheet#2 for comprehension and reading letters after post activities.
· Writing:  writing vocabulary on the worksheet#1, gap-filling to write letters with students’ own sentences through worksheet #3


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary used to define, figure out details and make a list of presents doing discussion.
· Function:  Words and sentences used to complete the letters (short notes) on the worksheet#3.
· Structure:  The rule of making plural nouns with putting “ –es” used to make plural nouns for words that end with s, x, z, ch, sh consonants, consonant + y and f or fe on the worksheet#4.
· Discourse:  discussing to make a list of presents people like to give and receive and speeches after writing letters to each other 


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 groups 3 Ss together.)

· Ss already know each other well. (e.g. someone’s hobbies, preference and sometimes family members) 
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

       → Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of the content.

-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

-  Ss may need more time to work on the vocabulary

→ Give any other questions easer to find the answer by her/him self when monitoring them or let them to work in pair or group. But if it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board.
-  If time is short          

→ Skip or cut the predict of main activities shortly. 
Cut writing letters of the main-activity2 and skip to pick a person from a box. 
(Just speech to someone instantly looking the list of presents on the board and given situation on the worksheet#3)
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea or experience of birthday presents what they want to give and receive.
    Give Ss extra worksheets (WS#4; easy to solve) to take the task themselves, when Ss couldn’t finish them, they would be homework.

Thank you, everyone has good ideas. We’re going to listen to a short story someone who prepares a birthday present for his close person. Before listening, we will learn some vocabulary the speakers use.

Go through the vocabulary one by one: let each S who wrote the answer read the sentences including the answer loudly. Explain the meaning if necessary.
Ⅱ.  Prediction
<Instruction>

Look at theses pictures. Can you make a story in order and use a simple sentence for each picture? You could remind the worksheet#1. Get in pairs 2 or 3. Share your ideas with your partner. Write the numbers on the pictures in order that you think of a story. There is no right answer. Just predict. I give 2minutes.
<Concept Check Qs>

(Distribute worksheet#1-1 of pictures)
Give time warning: 30seconds left Elicit vocabulary on the WS#1. Encourage to speak using sentences what characters are doing in the pictures in pair work.

Ok, now Compare your predictions yourselves as you listen to the short story.

Look at the board, here is an example for comprehension part. (using wall chart#2) Which # would be an answer to complete the question correctly? (e.g. circle the answers)
(Distribute worksheet#2)

(Play the recording three times without stopping)
Let Ss write answer as they listen.
Do you want to listen again?
· Yes →Have them listen one more time.

· No →Have them compare their answers in pairs of two or three.
If students don’t do well, play and pause the play.
Compare the answers with your partner. If you don’t know anything well, ask other students or me.

Let Ss put the paper written their names into the box and pick a piece of other folded paper. 
<Instruction-2>
Then copy the letter of on the WS#3 on your own paper and complete it. Then fold your letter and deliver it to your classmate. When you return to your desk, you will find a “present” from a classmate. Write a thank-you note to the person who gave you the present. Copy the thank-you note and complete. You will have 8 minutes.

Joe doesn’t want his wife to see the coat, so he puts it in a black plastic bag. Then he takes the coat to his brother’s house.

[image: image5.jpg]Plural Noun Definition: When  noun means more than one, it is said to be
plural. Examples: boys, girls, books, churches

Rule #1
The plural of nouns is usually formed by adding s to a singular noun.
Example: lamp, lamps; cat, cats; fork, forks; flower, flowers; pen, pens

Rule #2
Nouns ending in s, z, x, sh, and ch form the plural by adding es.
Example:  moss, mosses buzz, buzzes box, boxes
dish, dishes church, churches

fox cross bench bush ax
grass mantis  glass

Special Note:

If you add s to such nouns as fox, bush, and bench, you will find that you cannot
pronounce them without making an additional syllable. This is why such nouns
form the plural by adding es.

Nouns ending in y preceded by a consonant is formed into a plural by changing
y to ies. Examples: lady, ladies; city, cities; army, armies
