-Elicit the meaning from students

-Explain the meaning if necessary

II-1. Listening for the details 
<Instruction>

Give time warning: 30 seconds left. 
Share students’ thought and sentences.
3-4 students write the sentences on the board which they make.

Aims:





To practice new words & idioms related to an interesting subject by answering the Words and Idioms questions.


To practice listening to real-life speech of people with their experience.


To practice the listening details in the story by filling the gap exercise.


To practice understanding sentences by comprehension and finding more info questions.


To practice speaking through discussing with partner about interesting subject.


To practice writing based on partner discussing and make some sentences.





Language skills: 





Reading : Words and Idioms worksheet.


Listening: the speaker’s speeches about a situation that her facing in.


Speaking: prediction, comparing answers and discussion within partner.


Writing: writing the word and idiom answers and filling the gap answers on worksheet and make some sentences based on partner discussing.

Assumptions:





  Students already know


 how the class is set up and run. (10 students  and 5pairs.  partners will be seating next.)


 the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.


 Students are willing to participate in group work.


 Students are able to express their opinions in English.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not able to follow the passage easily.


(  Follow the task-feedback circle : let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.


Student may not be able to pick up details from the listening.


 (  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause).


Students may need more time to work on the words and idioms worksheet.


(  Answer the questions they may ask when monitoring them, let them help each other, and cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board. 


If time is short.


(  Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 student to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.  


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.


(  Ask as many students as possible about their opinions and experiences.
