	Aims:
· Ss read the passage and learn about gender issues

· Ss think of gender roles
· Ss practice skimming and scanning through the worksheet #1
· Ss expand their vocabulary ability by guessing words


	Language Skills:
· Speaking:   talking to each other in pairs using the worksheet
· Reading:     skimming for main idea and scanning for details
· Writing:       writing the opinion about gender roles


	Language Systems:
· Lexis:             guessing words using context
· Discourse:    working in pairs to discuss, comparing the answers after finishing the             worksheet.
                    


	Assumptions:
Students already know

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· How the class is set up and run

· Ss are familiar with doing activities with worksheets.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may have trouble understanding the story because of some words
→ Give the Ss more clues to get the meaning
· If Ss finish their activities earlier than anticipated
→ Ask Ss how they feel about the letter and the class
· If time is short
→ cut the post-activity and finish the class by the teacher’s saying

Reading Text 
Gender Issues
 From the moment babies are born, they are socialized to fill certain gender roles. Basically, boys and girls are treated differently from the moment they come into the world. Though they may not know what their gender roles are as small children, they are quickly taught by their parents to talk and behave in different ways. Even the toys they are given influence them to take on male or female gender roles. For example, pretty pink dolls help shape girls into caregivers as well as teach them the importance of appearance, beauty, and lady-like behavior. Trucks and building blocks given to little boys  represent the masculine image of the adult male provider concerned with the world outside the home. Recently, however, gender-neutral socialization has become popular with many young parents wanting their children to grow into more equal gender roles. For example, these parents may choose to purchase only gender-neutral toys for young children and to encourage their children to pursue interests and hobbies that do no match gender norms. Thus, girls may be encouraged to be more independent, free to play sports and ride dirt- bikes while boys may be free to take an interesting class on cooking or ballet. Although there have been changes in gender roles and gender socialization, men and women will continue to have their feminine and masculine places in society.
