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	I. Introduction

I have studied English as my 2nd language for the last two decades. However it is still difficult to communicate with foreigners and enjoy my leisure time abroad. So I thought that learning English was really difficult. At that time, one of the famous professors in English education, gave me a comment on TV as follows; 
“Lots of people say that learning English is very difficult, their second language (English) skills are not improved however they try. But the reason is right here. Almost all of them complain before they make an effort to learn English as Korean, their first language. To be good at English, you have to practice it as much as you learnt Korea.”
That time, I realized that I didn’t try to learn English as my native language. And during the time that I looked back upon the past, I could find out somethings that can help a student to learn English harder. So I’d like to talk about these in detail through the next body.
II. Body
1. Learning Style
In my case, linguistic ability was not good. Actually I started to speak Korean when I was 5 years old. In addition, I was shy and reticent so linguistic practice lacked. However I was changed to an extrovert and my linguistic ability was well-developed through the period of growth. Because I had lots of chances to practice Korean with my friends, family and others. 
In case of English, unlike Korean, I could not practice it enough. Because there was no one who used English around me in real life. In addition, I was too shy to practice English in school because of my poor grammar, pronunciation, etc. 
Looking back on it now, to learn the second language in learning styles of view, at least two things are needed - verbal curiosity and being outgoing (interpersonal). 

2. Teacher Types

All of my English teachers belong to the explainer type. In the class, they usually pushed me to memorize their teaching contents. And practicing English was my portion. As I said before, there was no one around me to practice English except memorization. Therefore the English classes were static, boring and difficult. 
Of course, I don’t say that a teacher of explainer type and memorization are bad but other types are also needed to teach and encourage younger students. If a teacher approaches students as a different type, students also can experience the different type’s class to be more active.
3. Effective Teaching

   I continue talking about my teachers - their teaching skills need to be improved. They didn’t seem to be patient to communicate with students. So it was difficult to see their respect or consideration to a student. If a teacher can establish human relationship between a teacher and a student first, class will be more dynamic with questions and answers from students to know more English.
4. Adult Learner Characteristics

 I mentioned some problems of my teachers through ‘Teacher Types’ and ‘Effective Teaching’. However those could not be problems if I had known why I must study English. In other words, if I could set my goal to learn English firmly, I would try to overcome the problems such as ineffective teacher type and his/her teaching skill however difficult learning English might be. But I couldn’t because I didn’t know what my goal was, especially experiences and knowledge to set a goal lacked.
III. Conclusion
Thus I’d like to advise a student to learn English as the second language as follows. First, set your goal why you want to study English. If you can know and set your goal firmly, you can push ahead with the plan to study English. Because your firm willing is required to build your goal, you will try to find a solution when you meet the problem or difficulty for studying English.
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
