1. Meaning

(1) Vocabulary

T puts up the picture on the WB 

T: Look at their appearance.
The father is tall and the son is short. 

How old do they look?

(Ss will answer)

Father is old and son is young.

T writes “compare” under the picture.

T: repeat after me “compare”
 We can explain people or things to see how they are similar and how they are different.

Are they same?

Do  we compare one?
(2) Oral story

His name is “Mike”.
One day, Mike and his father went out to the park. Mike’s father couldn’t spend time with Mike because  his  father had been busy.
They flew the kite near the river but Mike missed the kite. He has small hands. He couldn’t run well because he is short. Fortunately his father caught the string of the kite because his father has big hands and is tall.
<CCQ>
Does Mike have big hands?

Is Mike tall?

** Elicit MS1 

“Mike is shorter than his father”
** Drill:

Mike is short. His father is tall. They are different so we can compare them. As you can guess, we add “~er” to the end of adjective.
T: Mike is shorter than his fatherX3(second time with fingers)

T: Ss repeat after teacher

Ss-whole class-half-small groups-solo

Mike and his father were having a good time. Suddenly his phone rang. His father didn’t answer the phone from his work place because he didn’t want to spoil their happy time.
