	Materials:
- 4pictures about situations and vocabulary.
- Worksheet#1 for controlled practice(sentence transformation): 10 copies(9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy) and answer sheet for WS#1: 10 copies(9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)
- Worksheet#2 for less controlled practice(information gap): 10 copies (9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy) 
- Worksheet#3 for free practice(interview): 10 copies (9 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)
- Wall charts for demonstration(including examples from WS#1, WS#2) 

- Whiteboard, board markers, board erasers, magnets and 3 small boxes



	Aims:
· To remind vocabulary related to pictures by talking with situations
· To learn a vocabulary from a situation by answering questions in eliciting with pictures
· To know usage of “be going to” by eliciting and drilling in the situation
· To practice marker sentences by sentence transformation with the WS#1 and information gap with the WS#2
· To be able to practice expressions by interviewing & speaking with their own ideas in doing free practice


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   listening to the teacher and students saying in eliciting, instructions, discussions and pair works
· Reading:  reading the vocabulary, the marker sentences, WS#1 & #2 for practice
· Speaking:  drilling marker sentences, talking to each other through the pair/group work for sharing ideas and answer the questions and interview and speech in doing free practice.
· Writing:  gap-filling to practice on the worksheet#1 


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary used to define and gap fill
· Function:  Marker sentences used to  practice for drilling, writing and speaking on the WS#1~#4 
· Structure:  Grammatical focus “be going to” used to make sentences in doing all activities.

· Discourse:  discussing to share ideas, make plans in 5years for interview in free activity


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3pairs with 2people and 1pair with 3people, 3 groups 3 Ss together.)

· Ss already know each other well. (their names, hobbies, etc)
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.
· The word “marry” and Ss have some ideas about marriage.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to understand the vocabulary and marker sentences
       → Give them more examples, CCQs, get gestures and add information on the timeline. 
-  Ss may have a hard time drilling
→ Error correct immediately and give Ss more chances to practice
-  Ss may have some hard time to practice controlled & less controlled
→ Give any explain easer to find the answer by her/him self when monitoring them or let them to work in pair or group. 
-  If time is short          

→ Skip or cut other Ss check the busiest person’s plan in group work on the WS#2. (Just check with the person saying)
Cut writing ideas from discussion in doing post activity and cut answer-checking shortly by verbally sharing the ideas (Just take 2-3 volunteers)
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Let Ss get more than 2 their plans in the free activity and ask as many Ss as possible about their ideas in the closing.

<Greeting>

Good morning everyone. How are you? 

<Guiding Qs>
Do you have any plan today?
< Situational story>
Look at the picture. (picture#1: a woman & a man) Can you give a name for this woman? Who is he? She met a man last year and fell in love with him. Now, she has some plan in this month.
, 
-Draw timeline on the board. (She has some plan now, the plan will be next weekend)
<CCQs>
Does she have some plan now?(Y)
Was the plan in the past?(N)

Is the plan right now?(N)

Will the plan be in the future?(Y)
-Elicit Ss’ ideas or thoughts about pictures and write them on the board.
Ⅱ. Vocabulary “honeymoon-verb” – Drilling MS1~2
<Eliciting –MS1 “She is going to marry him next weekend.”>
(picture#2: wedding) Can you guess what plan does she have?
How could you express about her plan next weekend? (She is going to marry him next weekend.) We can use “be going to” with future planed.(Writing on the board MS1)

-Elicit vocab/ - add to WB/- add to timeline (next weekend)
<CCQs>
Is she married?(N)
Does she have a wedding now?(N)

Will she get married next weekend?(Y)

** Drill: (Reducing TTT & Using gestures)
T) She is going to marry him next weekend. X3(2nd time with fingers / regular—slower--regular speed)
T) Ss repeat after teacher (1 or 2)

Ss---half---small groups---solo

<Vocabulary “honeymoon-verb”>
-Elicit vocab:  Look at the picture (picture#3: honeymoon) Who do you see? What are they doing? (They are going on a honeymoon.)
                                                 (Write “honeymoon” on the WB, noun/verb) 
The word “honeymoon” can be used as a verb.
<CCQs for Vocab>
· Who honeymoons?(bride, groom…)
· When do people honeymoon?(after a wedding ceremony)
· Did you honeymoon?(vary)
<Eliciting –MS2 “She is going to honeymoon in Greece next weekend.”>
(picture#4: Greece for honeymoon) Where? What the other plan does she have?
-Elicit vocabs/ add to WB/ add to timeline (next weekend)
<CCQs>
Is she in Greece now?(N)

Does she have a plan for honeymoon now?(Y)
Will she go to Greece next weekend?(Y)
** Drill: (Reducing TTT & Using gestures)

T) She is going to honeymoon in Greece next weekend. X3(2nd time with fingers / regular--slower--regular speed)

T) Ss repeat after teacher (1 or 2)

Ss---half---small groups---solo

<Feedback-Re elicit MS1, MS2>
-Elicit & record “written record” * “be going to” = to express a plan in the future

	Ⅰ. controlled(sentence transformation)
< Instructions + demo>- Using wall charts
 Using “be going to” transform the sentences. 

-For example (demonstration-must add base form verb) 
Work in individual first and next share with your partner. You will have 2minutes. 
<ICQs>

Should you work alone first?(Y)
And next?(with partners)

How much time do you have?(2min)
(Distribute the worksheet#1)

Monitor discreetly while Ss take the WS. Give time warning: 1minute left. Be flexible with time. Ask students if they are done then check up the grammatical point.
<Feedback>

Check the answers: verbally check by Ss’ telling the class about their answer with their partners together.
(Give clear feedback to every response of students.)
Ⅱ. less controlled(information gap)
<Demonstrations>- Using wall charts
Look at the board, here is an example for Ws#2. (Do rock, scissors, paper with a S. Winner gets a piece of paper for information. Make a sentence with information/ fill the calendar on the wall chart) 
<Instruction>

I’ll give 3minutes. Work in group. Who is the busiest person in your group?
<ICQs>

What are you going to do first?(Do rock, scissors, paper)

Should you fill the calendar with information or sentence?(sentence)
Do you work in group?(Y)
How much time do you have?(3min)
(Distribute worksheet#2)
Monitor. Give time warning: 1minute left. If students ask some questions, answer them. If students don’t understand the information, help them to understand. Encourage to speak using sentences when they check their answer in group work.

<Feedback>

Check the sentences: Let Ss tell her/his sentences including the answer loudly. Let Other Ss tell the schedules of the busiest. Let Ss explain their schedules if necessary.
(Give clear feedback to every response of students.)
Let’s move on to the next section.

<Instruction + Demonstrations>

(Ask a student “What are you going to do in 5years?” Encourage the student ask about my plan then answer “I am going to move in next year.”) 
Stand up please. You will be reporters. Go and ask all of your class. Keep their ideas. 
You’ll have 2minutes.
<ICQs>

What are you going to ask?
How much time are you going to have?
Monitor. Give time warning: 1minute left.
<Feedback>

Have and share all Ss’ present by speaking about any other student’s plan.
