Those sentences are all subject’s situation.

If you want to think about the objective’s situation, you can change this sentence. Right?

How can it be changed?
The object will come to the front. And the verb is changed into Be-verb with the Past-participle verb.

As for “Be-verb”, it it’s present tense,  it will be “is/are” and  if it’s past tense, it will be “was/were”

And the subject will go to the end with “By” and it is changed into the form of Objective.

So this sentence will be like this.

‘ The snake    eats     frogs.’
       Subject      verb      objective
‘  Frogs    are eaten   by the snake.’
past-participle verb
And when you want to use this grammar,  you need to use  the“Past-participle verb”.

What is the “Past-participle verb”? it looks like V-ed, such as “loved, cleaned, invited, discovered, used”. But unfortunately, there are so many irregular and special past-participle verbs you have to remember.  Let’s practice about this.
