Vocabulary

I’ll hand out stories about Valentine’s Day.

Before that, Let’s check some vocabularies

The second vocabulary is ‘Legend’. 
Does anyone know what it means? 
A legend means a very old and popular story that may be true.
For example, Do you know the legend of Jeju? Jeju has many legends. One of the legends is about ‘Samseonghyeol’. According to the legend, the original Jeju people emerged from three holes in the ground at this spot. This may be true or not.
(Show the picture)

The third vocabulary is ‘Priest’. Do you know Priest? 

A priest is a member of the Christian clergy in the Catholic or the Church of England.

(Show the picture)

The last vocabulary is ‘sentence’. Does anyone know what it means? 

In a law court, a sentence is the punishment that people receive after they commit a crime. 
For example, If someone steals something, the judge will sentence him/her.

In elementary schools in Canada, children make valentines for their classmates and put them in a large decorated mail box. On February 14, teacher opens the box and distributes the cards to students. Many schools also celebrate Valentine’s Day with parties. Some people like to go to a romantic restaurant on Valentine’s Day to celebrate. People of all ages love to send and receive valentines. According to the Canadian Post Office, Canadians send approximately 90 million cards on Valentine’s Day.
There are many symbols of Valentine’s Day, such as heart, roses and cupids. The symbol of cupid comes from ancient Roman times. Cupid was the son of love goddess, Venus. Cupid was a playful child who flew around shooting love arrows into people’s hearts, making them fall in love.

There are many different stories about the origins of Valentine’s Day. According to one legend, the custom of sending a card to a loved one goes back to the days of Roman Empire.
