	Aims

	- Students will learn structure of language and new sentences subconsciously through reading a book.
- Students will learn new rhymes such as said, bed and head in story we read by repetition. 
- Students will gain vicarious experience through story with actions.
- Students will memorize a useful massage contained in the story. 

	

	Language Skills

	- Listening: Students will listen to a story by teacher's story telling. 
- Speaking: Students will speak new words, sentences and story with teacher and classmates.

	

	Language Systems

	-  Phonology: Students will learn and speak new rhymes such as said, bed and head.
- Lexis: Students will learn and speak new different vocabularies such as jump, fall, bump, etc.
- Function: Students will speak and learn basic sentences such as 'No more monkeys jumping on the bed', one fell up and bumped his head, etc.

	

	Assumptions

	- Students can repeat what teacher has just said word for word.
- Students can understand the story content.

	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	- Students may not exactly understand and memorize new words and sentences. 
= Teacher gives students sufficient drills to memorize the new sentences and assist students who have difficulties in memorizing them through giving many questions. And teacher demonstrates them with actions.
- Teacher may have a under time.
= Teacher repeats the story with actions.

- Asking : do you know a book of five little monkeys jumping on the bed.
- All right, when we read a book, you remember you need to speak brightly and loudly with actions.
- Asking: how should we read a book?
- OK! Are you ready?
- Have a look here.
(Teacher shows the education materials made of felt.)

	- (Teacher reads the story using education materials made of felt.) 
- The title is Five little monkeys jumping on the bed.
- Asking : what is the title of story?
- Story contents: There were five little monkeys and their mother monkey at home.
- Asking : who are the characters?
- It was bedtime.
- Asking : what is the meaning of bedtime? And what should we do before sleeping?
-  So five little monkeys took a shower.
- Five little monkeys brushed their teeth and washed their face.
- Asking : we learned these words for last class. Do you remember these?
- And five little monkeys said good night to mama.
	-  All students answer
 teacher's  questions. 
- All students repeat words such as took a shower, brushed their teeth and washed their face with actions.

	- Then... five little monkeys jumped on the bed!!!
- Asking: Can you jump? All right. Let's jump.
-  But, one fell off and bumped his head.
(Teacher puts a band-Aid on the first monkey head.)
- The mama called the doctor. The doctor said. 
-  Asking: who has the mama called?
- "No more monkeys jumping on the bed."
	-  All students answer
 teacher's  questions. 
- All students jump together  with
 actions.
- All students repeat a following sentence loudly. 
"No more monkeys jumping on the bed."

	- Asking : How many monkeys are there on the bed?

- So four little monkeys.... jumped on the bed!!!
- But, one fell off and bumped his head.
(Teacher puts a band-Aid on the second monkey head.)
- The mama called the doctor. The doctor said, 
- "No more monkeys jumping on the bed."

	- Asking : How many monkeys are there on the bed?
- Three little monkeys jumped on the bed!!!
- But, one fell off and bumped her head.
(Teacher puts a band-Aid on the third monkey head.)
- The mama called the doctor. The doctor said, 
-  Asking : What did the doctor say?
- "No more monkeys jumping on the bed."

	- Asking : How many monkeys are there on the bed?
- Two little monkeys jumped on the bed!!!
- But, one fell off and bumped his head.
- Asking :  what happened to monkey?
(Teacher puts a band-Aid on the fourth monkey head.)
- The mama called the doctor. The doctor said, 
- "No more monkeys jumping on the bed."

	- Asking : How many monkeys are there on the bed?
- One  little  monkey jumped on the bed!!!
- But, one fell off and bumped his head.
(Teacher puts a band-Aid on the fifth monkey head.)
- The mama called the doctor. The doctor said, 
- "No more monkeys jumping on the bed."

- Asking: now, Is it time to go to bed for five little monkeys?
- So they fell fast asleep. Thank goodness said the mama.

 teacher's  questions. 
- All students jump together  with
 actions.
- All students repeat a following sentence loudly. 
"No more monkeys
