2.Warming-up
Instruction
First, I will show a word of animals that will be explained from the CD player later.

Then, you see a vocabulary of animals, try to describe it in your mind and draw your imagination on the given paper.

After you draw a picture, I will show a card with picture explaining the word already shown.

That time, you can know whether your answer is correct or not.
After that, I’ll give you flashcards for mini-game(quiz) that one person explain an animal on the card to another person in a pair. To do this, we have to separate the students to 5 pairs.

In this game, winner who get the most answers right will get a prize.
