	Aims:
· To infer  vocabulary related to vacation plans by talking with brain storming
· To learn vocabulary from a short story by listening and answering questions 

· To predict what can be taught  by speaking with pictures 
· To practice comprehension of context by listening to a short story(Vacation plan) 
· To be able to learn the way of writing a plan by making Ss’ vacation itinerary (for HW)
· To practice writing English through the answers in the blanks on the worksheet 
· To practice expressions  by speech with Ss’ itinerary 


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   Dialogue on the CD, teacher’s instruction, Ss’ conversation
· Speaking:  talking to each other through the pair/group work for prediction or sharing opinions

· Reading:  reading the new words’ definition on the worksheet #1, reading worksheet#2 for        comprehension(check list)
· Writing:  writing vocabulary on the worksheet#1, Fill in the blanks as listening on the worksheet#2,
Planning Ss’ itinerary on the worksheet#4 (as homework)


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: learn vocabulary about vacation to figure out details 
· Function: having conversation using words and sentences
· Phonology: Listening to the sound of the dialogue and repeating loudly 

· Discourse:  Thinking about vacations and discuss why vacation plan is important by having conversation 


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Ss already know each other ( name , age ..)
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion
· Ss are all adults ( Their age is over 20 )
· Ss have to speak in English during the class
· Ss have their notebooks and pencils
· Ss know how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 groups, 3 or 4 Ss together)
· The first shape of seats is a horseshoe
· Ss know their teacher’s teaching style



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not understand some vocabulary on the worksheet ( except for dictation worksheet)
→ when they ask you meanings of words, give them the meaning verbally
· Ss may want T to play the tape more times than T expected
→ pause / give them time warning
· Ss may finish their task earlier than T expected
→ask as many students as possible or play string activity
· Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

→ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the track again until they know the gist well
· If time is short

→ Skip or cut sting game

Look at the board, here is an example for matching words
(Draw a line) Read definitions first, find out what is right meaning, and then draw a line from the word to the sentence 
<Concept Check Qs>

What should you do first?

Monitor discreetly while Ss solve matching quiz. Whenever students ask some questions, answer them. If students don’t do well, give the easier example. Give time warning: 30 seconds left. Be flexible with time. Ask students whether they need more time. Give 1 more minute if they need.
Check the answers:  let Ss write the correct definition and word matched
 Go through the vocabulary by reading the sentences each.

Explain the meaning if necessary.
Ⅱ.  Prediction
<Instruction>
(put the picture on the WB by tape)

Look at these pictures. What can you see on the picture? Yes, There are 2 persons thinking about Germany. What’s their feeling you think? Why are they thinking about Germany? 

Elicit to make a story what they are talking about in pair work
Give them 2minutes. Let Ss know there is no right answer. Just predict.
Let SS speak what they are discussed in the pictures in pair work
Check Ss predictions as they listen to the speakers’ dialogue

Worksheet#4-1: Post Activity Instruction

Instructions for the String Game 
This activity needs a little bit of preparation work.  Bring a big roll of yarn or string and any color, or multiple colors if you wish.  Take a pair of scissors and cut strings of various different lengths — as short as 12 inches, and as long as 30 or more inches.

When Ss are finished cutting the string, bunch all the pieces up into one big clump of string.

To play, ask the first volunteer to choose any piece of string.  Have the person pull on it and separate it from the other pieces of string.  Ask them to tell us what vacation is as they slowly wind the piece of string around their index finger. The funny part is that some of the strings are extremely long, so sometimes a person must keep talking for a very long time!
