	Materials:
- Whiteboard, board markers, board erasers
- Listening CD & CD player (a story with a length of 1 minute 30 seconds)
- Worksheet#1 (vocabulary): 9 copies (6 copies for each Ss + 3 extra copies)
- Worksheet#2 (Comprehension): 9 copies (6 copies for each Ss + 3 extra copies)
- Worksheet#3 (fill-in-the-blanks): 9 copies (6 copies for each Ss + 3 extra copies)
- Homework: 7 copies (6 copies for each Ss + 1 extra copy)




	Aims:
· To improve Ss listening skills by listening to the article
· To improve Ss comprehension skills
· To practice listening to the details by filling the blank
· To be able to understanding article by answering the gist and detail questions
· To learn new words through matching the words and fill-in-blank
· To practice speaking through discussing with partner


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   listening to the recording, the teacher and students

· Speaking:  talking to each other through the pair/group work
· Reading:  reading the new words’ definition on the worksheet #1, reading  worksheet #2 for comprehension
· Writing:  writing  the answers on the fill-in-blanks worksheet and the homework


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Listening to the sound of the native speaker via CD
· Lexis: Vocabulary used to define, figure out details and make a list of presents doing discussion.
· Function:  Words and sentences used to complete the story on the worksheet#3.
· Discourse:  discussing about why do you think paper is so important for people


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 2 groups 3 Ss together.)

· Ss already know each other well. 
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

       → Follow the task-feedback circle: let Ss listen to the track again until Ss get the gist of the content.

-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

-  Ss may need more time to work on the vocabulary

→ Give any other questions easer to find the answer by her/him self when monitoring Ss 

→ Let Ss to work in pair or group.
→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board.
-  If time is short 
→ Cut post-activity short. 
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea or use of paper what Ss can make something valuable.

In part B, let Ss write the correct vocabulary on the board. 

Go through the vocabulary one by one: let each S who wrote the answer read the sentences including the answer loudly. Explain the meaning if necessary.

If students don’t do well, play and pause the play.
Compare the answers with your partner. If you don’t know anything well, ask other students or me.

When you have an agreement, you will read your answer aloud to whole class.

Listen to the tracks one last time.

Check the answers as a person in each pair read the whole sentence of each question after another by turn on WS#2.(4pairs from #2 to #5 on the WS#2) Speak up answer together about the other parts on WS#2.
