	Aims:
· To learn vocabularies & expressions about  family & education 
· To be familiar with topics concerning relationship between parents & children 

· To improve detailed listening by answering questions


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   listening to the whole story about parents & children, what’s ideal relationship between them.  
· Speaking:  sharing ideas and express Ss’ own perspectives through group & pair work. 
· Reading: worksheets for vocabulary, comprehension and dictation.
· Writing:  writing vocabularies in worksheet#1, gap-filling for dictation


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabularies used to describe certain situations like disciplining child or some types of family.
· Function:  Express Ss’ opinion and share ideas during group and pair work.
· Discourse:  Discussing  what’s best for relationship between parents & Children 



	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:

· Ss are interested in teenager-star, Boram, the member of T-ara.(girl group)
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 groups 4 Ss together.)

· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

       → Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of the content.

-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

-  If time is short          

→ Skip or cut Production shortly. 
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea or experience of good and side effects of using a rod.
