- Sheet#3-1 for Instruction of board game: 7 copies (5 copies for each pair + 2 extra copy)
- Worksheet#4 for discussion with grouping(with 5 Ss) : 4copies (2 pieces for group + 2 extra pieces)

- Sheet#5 for debating : 4 pieces (2pieces for each group(with 5 Ss)   + 2 extra piece)  
- Worksheet#6 for dictation : 13 copies (10 copies for each Ss +  extra copy )

	Aims:
· To remind vocabulary related to an interesting subject (culture)liking with brain storming on the worksheet #1
· To confirm whole comprehension with a short story by listening and answering questions on the worksheet#2
· To understand Korea culture well with board game (use wh/how question).
· To discuss about Korea culture on the worksheet#4
· To share each opinion about experiencing different culture with opinion example on the worksheet#5
· To remind how different Korea eating out is from the others on the worksheet6(dictation)


	Language Skills:
· Listening:   listening to the recording and feedback on the worksheet#6(dictation)
· Speaking:  talking to each other through the pair/group work for talking each opinion about culture shock
· Reading:  reading the new words’ definition on the worksheet #1, reading worksheet#5 for opinion example 
· Writing:  writing vocabulary on the worksheet#1, answering on the worksheet#2, writing down their opinion engaged example through worksheet #5  


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary used to define, figure out details and read opinion example, board game
· Function:  Key words & expressions  used to distinguish  letters (short notes) on the worksheet#5.
· Structure:  The rule of making Do and Don’t with listening passage.
· Discourse:  discussing to share each opinion on the workseet#4 and debating about example Sheet#5


	Assumptions:  
         Students already know:
· Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 2 groups 5 Ss together.)

· Ss already know each other well. (e.g. someone’s hobbies, preference and sometimes family members)  and Korea culture
· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

       → Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of the content.

-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

-  Ss may need more time to work on the vocabulary

→ Give any other questions easer to find the answer by her/him self when monitoring them or let them to work in pair or group. But if it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board.
-  If time is short          

→ Skip  the board game and discussing short. 
           Inform how to play board game to try someday

-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea or experience of culture shock what kind of different culture they experienced.
    Give Ss extra worksheets (WS#7; easy to draw and explain) What the most shocked culture was. when Ss couldn’t finish them, they would be homework.

                                    What does mean the word “find unfamiliar”?
Go through the vocabulary one by one: let each S who wrote the answer read the sentences including the answer loudly. Explain the meaning if necessary.
Ⅱ.  Prediction
<Instruction>

Look at this board game. Can you understand how to play it. (Demo-how to play game) There are some kinds of Korea specialty culture. Have you ever heard about them? Now,we are going to play game to get some information how different Koreak culture is. You will use 6 kind of question with who, what, when, Where, Why, How . Get into a pair with your partner. I will give you 5minutes.
<Concept Check Qs>

What kind of game will you play?
What about ?

With whom are you going play a game?

How much time?
(Distribute Sheet#3/3-1)
Give time warning: 2 minute left Elicit vocabulary and meaning on the S#3. Encourage to speak eating out culture in Korea.
Ok, now compare country eating out different culture and  listen to the short story.
