Successor Someone's successor is the person who takes their job after they have left
In the same way, explain admire, bear, wring

 Admire If you admire someone or something, you like and respect them very much

2. Scanning and Skimming the text
 Scanning :  first, Look at the paper and talk about who(main character) and why he was so sad? And second, let the Ss quickly scan through the story  and quickly ask them about key words.
Skimming the text : by letting the Ss quickly skim through the story quickly and ask them what the main idea is.
