Materials:

- 8 Pictures of Hong Myeong –bo. 
- 10 copies of Worksheet # 1, 2, 3 (9 copies for Ss + 1 extra copy)
- Substitution Table for drilling.
- Markers and white board.
- Magnetics.
Aims:

-The students will know the use of “frequency adverbs” by eliciting and drilling in the situational story & sub-table. 
-The students will practice marker sentences with the worksheet #1,2,3.
-Individual Task: The students will listen to the directions from the teacher and do the
questions.
-Pair Task: The students will personalize the grammar by making personal responses.
Language Skills:

- Listening: Listen carefully to the frequency adverbs used.
- Speaking: Drills are used to encourage using appropriate frequency adverbs.
- Reading: Substitution table (Frequency adverbs)
- Writing: Write sentences using many frequency adverbs as possible. (Worksheet #3)
Language Systems:

- Phonology: listening to instructions, explanations, and drilling.
- Function: Use the correct frequency adverbs. 
- Discourse: Learn to use frequency adverbs in your conversation as well as in writing. 
- Lexis: Terminology is naturally revised during class. 
Assumptions about Students:

- Students already know/are familiar with:


- Seats have already been arranged in a horseshoe.


- Ss are familiar with worksheet activities, and group work.


- The teacher’s style of teaching and the routine of the course.

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Ss may have hard time with drilling.


(Correct errors by letting other student to drill the sentence, so they can self-correct them. And give Ss more chances to practice. 
- Students may make grammatical errors.
(Error correct immediately.
- If time is insufficient,
(Give Ss production part as their homework.
- If time is more than enough,
(Let Ss share their answers with others.

Whole Class
	(Situational story)
- When Hong was young, he was poor. He always wore his red pants, and Adidas flip-flop to scare other kids. He sometimes took money away from other kids.

- He always hung out with his ghetto friends. And he was not satisfied with his life. 
- He was a talented soccer player, but he never smiled in front of other people. 
- One day, he fell in love with this beautiful lady. They usually went out to have dinner together. After he met his wife, everything went well. 

- He even won the lottery. He rarely smiles in front of other people. But in this picture, he looks very happy. 

- Since he became rich, he often went out for a ride with his family on weekends. 

- Anyways, he became a successful soccer player, and from then, he was always the captain of Korean national team. 
- Look at this last picture. Whenever he’s happy, sad, angry, even when he’s in love with his GF, his expressions never changed, but look at this.. During the game against Spain, When he scored the last penalty kick, he finally smiled.. 

(Finish telling a story about Hong Myeong-bo’s life)
[Elicit marker sentence – He always hangs out with his friends]

Let’s see… who does he always hang out with?

Ss – He always hung out with his ghetto friends.

(CCQ)

Who does he hang out with?
How often does he hang out with his friends?

(Drill)

T – He always hangs out with his friends. (3 times)

(Normal – Word by word – Normal)

Ss repeat after T. (twice)

(Whole – half – quarter – pairs – solo) nice~ Awesome~
Let’s do one more drilling~!!

[Elicit marker sentence 2 – He rarely smiles in front of other people]
Let’s see… Does he smile in front of other people?
Ss – No, he rarely (sometimes) smiles in front of other people.

(CCQ)

How often does he smile in front of other people?

(Drill)

T – He rarely smiles in front of other people. (3 times)

(Normal – Word by word – Normal)

Ss repeat after T. (Twice)

(Whole – half – quarter – pairs – solo) Awesome~ Wow~
