	Aims:
-To listen dialogue about guidance and understand by listening CD title and write down.

-Be aware of vocabularies and expressions related to guidance by repeating pattern drills.

-To practice speaking and listening on a worksheet.

-Students will want to guide when they meet foreigners who don’t know how to get somewhere 
on the street by practicing dialogues about guidance.

-To be able to guide a foreigner who wants to get to somewhere by playing dice game.


	Language Skills:
-Listening: listening to foreigner’s demonstration/ ideas
-Speaking: Taking a part in an activity. Guiding direction to other student.
- Reading: Idioms on dialogue
-Writing: directions, Spots, Name of the places.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: idioms, key vocabulary in the text.
- Function: guiding, informing, giving and receiving opinions.
- Discourse: asking questions, demonstrate directions


	Assumptions:
Students already know: 

-> Students are able to express their ideas using basic grammar in English.

-> Students intend to guide directions to foreigners meeting on the street. 
-> They are at an intermediate level and have already known basic vocabularies like sight words.
-> The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.
-> Familiar with pair work and acting out.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- If students finish their dice game earlier than expected

-> Ask them to write down vocabularies on the map.
- Students may not know vocabulary words in the dialogue.

-> Encourage students to guess from context.

- If time is short

-> Reduce students’ task time. 

- If students might not understand the situation in dialogue

->Demonstrate the situation showing some examples like visual aids.

<Instructions>
I want everyone to listen to the dialogue.

And fill in the blank. I will give you worksheets. 

<Demonstration>

There is a script on the work sheets.

When you listen, think about the situation.
Write down the words on the blank. 

<CCQ>

Are you going to only listen or dictate some words? 

How much time do you have?

What do you want to fill in the blank? 

Operate dialogue in CD title. Then monitor discreetly. After they got finished check answers with the students. 

-Check the answers one by one.

-Explicit the meaning from students.

II. Speaking 

<Instructions>

We made whole script. So you are going to memorize the dialogue. First you will practice patterns. Second you memorize it with your partner. Then you can present in pair. 
<CCQ>

What we are going to do after memorizing this sentences? 

Will you work individually or pair?

-Make pattern drills and repeat so that students can use structure.

-Monitor them whether they are memorizing

	I. Listening for the main activity <Instructions>

Look at the visual presenter. There is a small doll. She is looking for somewhere. 

You will listen what she is saying. Using this map, find the spot where she is looking for.
<CCQ>

Where was she is looking for?

Can you explain how to go there using this map? 

What can you tell her if she thanks to you?

II. Listening for details. 

<Instructions> 

Now Let’s make pairs. Two members are in one group. Student A will throw a dice and read direction on dice. Then B will listen well and move their chess to the direction. 
If B couldn’t listen well, say “I’m sorry?” or 
“Sorry”. Until chess moves, A must repeat the direction. If A does not repeat, go to the starting point. 
You can move on one by one and If there is one team who come earlier, that team will be a winner. 

<CCQ>

How much time do you have?

Will you move your chess twice? 

If you can’t listen well what do you have to do? 

-Monitor how students follow their rule.

-Check time so that it can’t be delayed. 

-Clarify the directions to students.
