	Aims:
· Be aware vocabulary and expressions for describing grocery shopping by completing one vocabulary activities worksheet
· Ss will improve on skimming and scanning for  general/key information related to the topic

· To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real-life talk by answering details questions on comprehension questions  on a worksheet

· To practice speaking by discussing with group member


	Language Skills:

	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run ( in pairs of students) 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· all students are able to express their ideas and opinions in English

· most students have been on grocery shopping


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not know vocabulary words in the conversation

→ Encourage students to guess from context

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work on comprehensive questions worksheet
→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· If time is short

→ Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of students sharing their opinions.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many students as possible about their experiences of grocery shopping

 (Showing Ss a picture to elicit the topic)

Look at the picture. (Picture is of grocery shopping)

What comes to mind? (get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board)

Where do you or your family go grocery shopping on a regular basis? What are typical things you buy and how much does your family spend on groceries per week?
Ok, so today, we will listen to man and woman conversation of shopping. But first, we will learn some vocabularies the speakers use.

Demonstration

Look at #1… “He bought several __________ of milk for the kids.” So choose one out of three and fill out the blank.  “He bought several cartons of milk for the kids.”

CCQ

Who are you working with?
How much time do you have?

What do you write in the blank?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute it they need it.

Check answers: let students write the correct vocabularies on the board (#1 already written by teacher)

- Go through the vocabularies one by one

- Elicit the meaning from students

- Explain the meaning if necessary

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instruction 
Put your pen down. Close your eyes. Listen to the 2 speakers. Think about the conversation between man and woman. Listen to the conversation.
CCQ

Can you take note?

What are you supposed to think about?

(play without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes → Have them listen one more time.

· No → Have them share their thoughts.

What do you think about man?

What do you think about woman?

2. Listening for Details

Instructions

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play one by one.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play again

· No → Play next part

(Follow the same cycle until finished with conversation)

Now compare the answers with your partner. When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them answer the questions on the board. 
Group 1, answer the question # 1

Group 2, answer the question # 2

(Same for groups 3&4)

Check the answers as a whole class after the representatives answers multiple choices. 
Listen to the conversation one last time.

If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it loud.

Go through all comprehensive questions.
