· Ss can learn how to cooperate in a peer group after listening to T’s instructions

→ Have students work on homework
· Ss take longer to complete their task than expected

→ Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of Ss sharing their presentation

	Procedure:

Word search worksheet

<Instruction>
Work individually. In our word search, words are placed horizontally, vertically and diagonally, both forwards and back-to-front. When you have spotted a word, circle them with red pen. You have 5 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

<Demonstration>

There are 13 vocabularies on the bottom of the worksheet. Does everyone know all the vocabularies? Let’s find the word “sister” together. Look at the puzzle. Where is it? Is It horizontally, vertically, diagonally? Can you guys see? Please continue then.

CCQ

How many vocabularies are we looking for?

How much time do you have?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute it they need 

Check answers: let students come up to the board to circle them out and hand out answer sheet to students to match answers in case.
- Go through the vocabularies one by one

- Elicit the meaning from students

- Explain the meaning if necessary

This is picture of my own family in the future. You guys are going to give my family members proper age, occupation, appearance, town, and family. Don’t make me to get married to old man. I will pass around iPad and give me one description of my family member. 
· How old is my daughter?
· What kind of job my husband has?

· Where are they from?

(pass around iPad and get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board)

CCQ

How many categories did we use to describe the picture of the family?
(hand out each picture of future family to students)
I will put you in pairs, and work on introducing your future family to you partners. You will have 5 minutes. Then everyone is going to introduce your future family to all of classmates in front of class once you are done with your partner. Help each other and make some imagination. 
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?
Are you working alone?
