	Aims:

· Ss will improve on skimming and scanning for general/key information related to the topic by working on worksheet
· To practice and improve speaking by drilling

· To review key points in grammar and sentence construction by having some good fun game

· To learn how to cooperate in a peer group after listening to T’s instruction


	Language Skills:

· Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction, explanation, demonstration / classmate’s ideas
· Reading: reading the text and worksheet

· Writing: answering worksheet

· Speaking: participating in an activity, sharing ideas in a pair and group


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: simple variable substitution drill

→ T will demonstrate 

· Ss finish their task earlier than expected

→ have Ss work on homework
· Ss take longer to complete their task than expected

→ give Ss post-activity error correction worksheet for homework

Drilling
Ⅰ. Simple Variable Substitution

<Listening Drill>

T demonstrates; Ss listen

T supplies a cue word to substitution in a slot; Ss make a new sentence but the structure many be affected

T: Do not repeat. Only listen carefully.
CCQ

What do you do?

<Simple repetition in chorus>
T: Listen and repeat

Point to the substitution table while reading and whole class repeats
CCQ
What do you do?

<Simple repetition by individuals>
Pick some Ss and make them repeat individual
Point to the substitution table while reading and whole class repeats
Ⅱ. Simple Substitution Drill
T: listen and make a sentence

Point to substitution table while reading and whole class makes sentences

Pick one Ss, tell him/her to listen and make a sentence
T: Check answers again one more time. Choose the correct answers. You have 2 minutes.

Ask Ss to read one sentence with correct verb form. Explain if necessary.


	Main Activity (Production)

	Materials: picture (for eliciting the post activity), 10 posters of auction sentences, white board and markers

	Procedure:

Show the picture of auction
T: Look at the picture. What do you see? What are people doing in the picture? (Auction)
Divide the class into two groups of 5 Ss per group. Talk about auction: Do the students know what they are? Can they describe an auction?
Auction: An auction is a public sale where goods are sold to the person who offers the highest price.

Have they ever been to an auction? Now, we are going to do sentence auction activity is to buy as many correct sentences as possible. 
Instruction and Demonstration
Explain the rules of auction

T: Each group will have $3000 to spend. Bids begin at $200. Bids increase by $100 each bid. The sentence will be sold to the highest bidder (remember? “$400 going once, $400 going twice, $400 sold to group A!”) The winner of the game is the group which has bought the most correct sentences.
CCQ

How much money you have? 
How much money bids increase by each bid?
Auction begins with sentence # 1
1. I has enough money to come with you this afternoon.
Incorrect – I have enough money to come with you this afternoon.
