	Aims:
· Ss will learn key vocabulary that help Ss to read the text by completing vocabulary worksheet
· Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering guiding questions

· Ss will improve scanning skill by answering the comprehension questions
· Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a pair


	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction, explanation, demonstration / classmate’s ideas

· Reading: reading the text and worksheet

· Writing: answering worksheet and writing the letter

· Speaking: participating and sharing ideas in a pair and group


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: key vocabulary in the text

· Function: predicting, giving and receiving opinions 

· Discourse: expressing opinion

· Structure: relative clauses

· Phonology: reading the text


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and the pace of the class

· Ss are at an intermediate level and already knows vocabulary in the text 
· Ss know how to skim and scan the text

· Ss are able to describe and express their ideas and opinions in English

· They are mostly active. The class will work individually, in a pair and a group


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss may not know vocabulary words

→ T tells Ss synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed

· Students may need more time to work on comprehensive questions worksheet

→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers 

· If time is short

→ Assign the post activity writing task as a homework assignment
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Ask as many students as possible about their experiences of writing a letter

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The Post Office

The colony of Massachusetts established the first post office within the United States in 1639. In 1789 Congress authorized the postal service under the U.S. Constitution. At the time, the nation had 75 local post offices and delivered mail over an area of 1875 mi.
Today, the postal service is an independent agency responsible for postal regulation and delivery. The Postal Services main responsibilities are the collection and delivery of printed material and hard goods. The Postal Service also issues domestic and foreign money orders. In a single year, the Postal Service handles more than 160 billion pieces of mail.
