	Aims:
-Ss can be familiar with key words through eliciting and guessing

-Ss can get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question

-Ss can improve reading skills by scanning the text and making subtitles of each paragraph

-Ss can improve writing and speaking ability by doing an interview 

	Language Skills:
-Reading: reading text “I I blew the lottery”, Doing worksheet

-Writing: completing worksheet, writing task

-Speaking: discussing wish list, interview 

-Listening: listening to Ts presentation, instruction, demonstration


	Language Systems:
-Phonology:  fortune/ unlucky, seize/ abandon

-Vocabulary: fortune/ unlucky, seize/ abandon

-Discourse: share the opinion with each other 


	Assumptions:
-Ss are intermediate level

-Ss have known the situation of winning lottery

-Ss are aware of how to skim and scan

	1. Vocabulary 

Let’s learn vocabulary that will help you to read the text.

*Fortune(picture)

-Attach the picture of ‘fortune cookie’ on the board 

Do you know what it is?

(Ss answer ‘fortune cookie’)

Have you ever eaten this? 

(Ss talk about their experience)

When you eat fortune cookie, what do you know?

We can guess whether luck could come or not.

When you have ‘good luck’ in your fortune cookie, you are supposed to be lucky today. So you have fortune. 

-Write down the word ‘fortune’
-C.C.Q

 When did you have fortune in your life?

*Unlucky

-Write down ‘unlucky’ next to ‘lucky’
Can you guess what this mean?

It means the opposite of ‘lucky’ or ‘to have fortune’.

When you are unlucky, situation would go in a bad way. It’s unlucky.  

When you go down the street, there was a stone. So you stumbled down. Do you think it’s lucky? 

No, It’s unlucky. 

-C.C.Q

I wanted to go on a picnic. But in the morning, it is raining. 

Is it lucky or unlucky?

When you go department store, there is a lottery box.

So you choose one, It turned to be a first prize. 

Is it lucky or unlucky? 
*Seize(picture)
Did you see this movie? What is the title of movie? 
In the ‘Dead Poets Society’, there is a famous saying. 

-Write down ‘seize the day’ on the board. 

And explain the meaning of saying. 

-Show the motion of grabbing something in hand. 

Can you guess the meaning of ‘seize’?

(Ss answers the question) 

When you seize something, you grab or catch something. 

-C.C.Q

How can you seize the objects by hand? Show me by motion.

When does someone seize your things, do you get or lose something?

	1. Guiding questions

(Write the title of the text on the board)

“I blew the lot ￡5.5 m lottery winner flees Spain penniless as bank seizes villa and bar.”
Instruction

This is a title of what we are going to read.

Think about the title and guess the contents of this text. 

Then make one question about title of this story.

I will give you 2 min to make the question. 

C.C.Q

What will you make?

Do you make with your partner?

How much time do you have? 
2. Skimming

Instruction
Are you finished? Then I will give the text to you.

First, just skim the text and find out the main idea. 

Also try to figure out your own question that you made.

I will give you 3 min to skim the text.

C.C.Q
Do you skim or scan the text?

How much time do you have? 

(Ss run the task)

Are you done? OK. Please turn your paper down.

What is the main idea? 

(Ss answer the question)

3. Scanning 

Instruction
This is a lottery box. Now you are going to pick up a name of number or place. Pick up one piece of paper in the box. And inform to me. 
I’ll write down the word. Then find where it is and what it means.

I will give you 4min to do this activity.
Demonstration

If I pick up ‘1997’, then I can find it in the text. 

Here it is! This is the year that he won the lottery. 

Like that, you can do your number or name, too
C.C.Q

What should you do?

How much time do you have? 
4. Doing worksheet

Instruction

You will have a worksheet. There are questions that you can find on the text. First, you can read the text and find out the answer about these questions. Try to answers the questions below. 

Then underline the words that you can’t know the meaning. 

Demonstration

For example, I see “he has abandoned his Irish-themed pub” Hmmm,

I don’t know the meaning of ‘abandon’ exactly. Then I can underline the words. 
C.C.Q

What do you do?

How much time do you have? 
(Ss run task) 
-After finish this task, check the answers with Ss. 

-Write down the words on the board and demonstrate the meaning.

I will give you some questions. Please find the detail in the text.
The name of lottery in England is LOTTO. True or false? 

After he won the lottery, He was successful. True or false?

 Why did he share his fortune with?

Which way did he find it easier to live? 

Why did he eventually move with his family?

How did his sister and mother lose her Spanish home?

When did it start to blow his fortune?

Why did he find it easier to live off £42 dole than a million? 

Now it’s your turn. Think about the questions. And answer them.

If you won the lottery like him, what would you want to do first? 

If you broke like him, what would you do? 

Do you find it easier to live off £42 dole than a million?

Congratulation!  You won the lottery. Now it’s time for your dreams to come true. What do you want to do? 

Like that, you can interview your partner.

C.C.Q

What will you do?
Who do you do interview?
