-     Worksheet #2 for comprehension check, and original picture. (8 copies)

-     Worksheet #3 for dictation (8 copies)

-     Worksheet #4 for writing (8 copies)

-     Glue and scissors


	Aims:
· To learn propositions for describing furniture’s positions by matching  appropriate 
options in the questions. (worksheet #1)
· To practice listening to the real-life talk with American accent at a normal speed.
· To be able to pick up details from the verbal expression by setting suitable furniture 
on the right place which is mentioned in the listening data. (worksheet #2)
· To practice English dictation to get more details in the listening. (worksheet #3)
· To practice writing by illustrating students’ room arrangement. (worksheet #4)
· To practice speaking by sharing information about students’ rooms with whole 

class members.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Reading some sentences with propositions and vocabularies.
· Listening: Listening to speaker’s short explanations about her room.

                               Listening from the teacher and other students.
· Writing: Writing about each students’ room .

· Speaking: Speaking with other students to compare answers, and to introduce each 
                               Students’ room.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Words used in describing room arrangement.
· Function: Using appropriate propositions at the particular positions.
· Phonology: Listening to the recording with a specific accent.


	Assumptions:  

Students already know:
· Teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· The vocabularies about kind of furniture.

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 small groups – 2 students each) 

· All students are Korean elementary school students (Age 12) and have pre-intermediate

 level. 
· All students have their rooms.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
             → Follow the task-feedback circle: 
Let them listen to the recording again until they get the gist of the content.
· Students  may not be able to pick up details from listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· Students may need more  time to place the furniture picture.
→ Give the Ss extra 3 minutes not to make them in a hurry, and skip the comparing picture 
in pair. (Don’t giving them long explanation of it)
· If time is short
→ Skip dictation and take time in writing as planned. 
· If Students finish their tasks earlier than expected
→ Ask as many students as possible about their ideal room type, and the living room, and 
The kitchen.

	[Greeting]

	Ⅰ. Learning Propositions.
[Instructions]

Before we listen, we are going to learn some proposition, so that we
can understand the position of furniture in the listening later.
(Distribute the worksheet #1)

Look at the worksheet, please. You have to complete the sentences with propositions below which is related with the picture. So look at the picture first, and compare with sentences, and find suitable propositions. 
Let’s do the first question together.
[Demonstration]

Look at #1, “There is…” To complete this sentence, which proposition do you need? You can guess it from the definitions given. 

Yes, right. The answer is ‘next to ’ (Show  gestures as well)
OK. Now do the rest of questions individually. 
You have 3minutes.
[CCQ]
Working individually or in pairs?

How much time do you have?
-Monitor discreetly while students are working on the worksheet. 
-If a student cannot fill out any blank, give some hints him or her quietly. 
-Give them only 3minutes, even if they can’t finish.  
-Give time warning: 30 seconds left
OK guys.Time is up. Everybody seems to finish it. Let’s go through the words one by one. Please start with 00 

- Let the student read a whole sentence.
- Keep going the rest of questions with one by one.

- Elicit the meaning from students

- Explain the function of each proposition to make students sure.
   (Explain with gestures and visual acting to help students to understand)

	Ⅰ. Listening for the main idea ( General understanding)

[Instruction]

It’s time to listen to the passage. Put your pens down.  
You cannot write down anything for this time. 

Just listen to the whole story and draw picture in your brain.
The recording takes about 2 minutes.
The recording starts now.

[CCQ]

Can you write something?
How do you listen in this time?
(Play the CD player without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

◊   Yes → Have them listen one more time.
◊   No → Have them share their thoughts.

What do you think about this speech?
Do you think this room is romantic or modern?
Did you find some propositions that we learned?
(When the students hesitate to give answers, let the active student talk first and give chances to the rest of students later.)
Ⅱ. Listening for details 

[Instruction]
Now, we will listen to the speaker again, So pay attention to get more details. 

Before listening, you need comprehension worksheet..

(Distribute the worksheet #2)
Look at the handout. There is an empty room.
So you have to fill furniture in Susan’s room and have to place on the right position while listening. Work individually, and use the illustration of furniture. 
[CCQ]

Are you working alone?

What will you do while listening?
-Play the CD player without stopping

-Let Students arrange the picture.
Do you want to listen again?

◊   Yes → Have them listen one more time.
◊   No → Let them finish their worksheet.
Now, compare your pictures in pair. 
You have 1 minutes.
OK.Time is up.  Let’s check your answers together. 
(Distribute the original picture paper.)
This is the picture of real Susan’s room. Let’s compare with this.

Did you get the same picture?

(Look around student’s picture)

Did you miss something?
◊   Yes → Pause the CD right there, and let students say it 

                 loud. And give some explanations.
◊   No → Close the main activity (1)
You did a very good job. Do you have any question so far?

◊    Yes → Answer Students questions.

◊    No → Move on to the main activity(2)

the white board)
