	Materials:

	Aims:

- To learn vocabulary and expressions that can be used in shopping centers
- To practice listening to real-life conversations of people in a real-life situation

- To practice listening for specific information
- To practice listening and dictating vocabulary and phrases


	Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to a conversation made in a shopping center and what the speakers are talking about 
- Speaking: comparing and discussing in pairs and with the whole class
- Reading: questions on work sheet #1
- Writing:  writing answers and dictating on work sheet #1&2
                writing dialogues in Post-activity


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: understanding the conversation and intentions of the speakers through their accents and stress
- Lexis: vocabulary and expressions related to shopping and purchasing merchandise 
- Function: real-life conversation that students can occasionally encounter
- Grammar: none to discuss
- Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (how to work in pairs)
- students have experience buying products in shopping centers
- students have experience listening to conversations and doing dictations



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to catch the details of the conversation.
  → Replay the recording a few more times if needed.
- Students may have a hard time doing the dictation in the work sheet #2.

  → Replay the recording a few more times, or let them listen to them in chunks.

- If the students finish the work sheets faster than anticipated,
  → Let them put more time on the discussion between pairs.
- If the lesson finishes earlier than anticipated,
  → Put more time in Post-activity (making dialogues and presenting them)

Greeting:
Hi, everyone. How was your week?
Did you do anything interesting?

(Talk about what students did during the week)

Do any of you guys like to go shopping when you have some free time?

When do you usually go shopping? 

Let’s talk about some shopping experiences.

(Talk about students’ shopping experiences)

Okay. So today, we’re going to listen to two people talking in the shopping mall, and discuss some expressions that might come in handy when we do our own shopping.

But before we listen to their conversation, let’s think about some expressions that you might hear at a shopping center.

1. Free Production

Instruction:
In pairs, discuss some expressions or questions you can hear at a shopping center. Write them down on a blank sheet of paper.  I’ll give you 5 minutes.
ICQs:
How many minutes do you have?
Are you working alone?
2. Sharing Thoughts
Instruction:
Okay, now let’s share your thoughts. Come up to the front and board your ideas that you discussed as a pair.
- After the students write some expressions on the board, go through them with the whole class. 

- Teach some synonyms or antonyms, if there are.
- Board some more useful expressions, and discuss about their meanings.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for Specific Information
Instruction: 
- Hand out Worksheet #1.

Now let’s try a listening activity. Listen to a conversation between two people. Listen carefully, and answer the questions on your worksheet. First, individually fill in your answers, and then compare the answers in pairs.
ICQs:
Are you working in pairs?
How many minutes do you have?

Will you write down the answers?

- If needed, play the recording more than one time.

- Monitor discreetly.

- Give time warning.

- Go over the answers of the worksheet with the whole class.
2. Listening for Expressions
Instruction:
- Hand out Worksheet #2.

Now let’s look at some expressions used in this conversation. The worksheet I just handed out is the script of the conversation we heard. You will see some blanks on the script. 

Let’s listen once more, and this time, fill in the blanks. 

What do you call ‘writing down something you hear’? (elicit the term ‘dictation’)

Okay, let’s do some dictating practice!

First fill in the blanks individually, and then discuss and compare answers with your same pair. You have 10 minutes.
ICQs:
What are you doing?

Are you going to discuss in pairs?

How many minutes do you have?

- If needed, play the recording more than one time.

- Monitor discreetly, and answer questions if there are.

- Give time warning.

- Go over the answers of the worksheet with the whole class
