Assumptions:





Students already know:


- How the class is set up and run (there will be pair work & group work).


- Most students know pancakes.


- Students are able to express their opinion in English.


- Students are teenagers (Age 14~15)





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.


Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.


- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.


Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).


- Students may have trouble to understand some of the terms.


Give explanation in their own language.


-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,


 Ask students about the food that they want to make for someone.
