Secondary Aims: To enable students to use movie expressions by doing some activities: movie riddles, survey on movies, and discussions related movie. 
Personal Aims: I want to reduce my TTT and increase CCQ’s.

	

	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and their classmates’ speaking.

- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by participating in activities and sharing ideas a group.
- Reading: Ss will read the worksheets. 

- Writing: Ss will answer the worksheets.

	

	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Gen·re [zhahn-ruh]  and hor·ror [hawr-er]
- Lexis: the majority of the, most, quite a few, about half of the, hardly any of the, almost no one
- Grammar: Subject-Verb agreement
- Function: how to use S-V agreement, movie expressions
- Discourse: None to discuss

	

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- Ss have basic knowledge of vocabulary and expressions related to movie.

- Ss know about how to survey. 

	

	Anticipated problems and Solutions:

	Procedure:
Guessing about the name of a movie 
(Movie Riddles)
<Demonstration>
- Do you know the name of a movie? Children like it and there are a lot of cute animal characters. 
- Could you guess what it is? I will give you five clues. Please wait until all five clues have been read before guessing. Are you ready? Ok, let’s get started.

- The five clues:
Clue #1: It’s an animated movie. 

Clue #2: There are some animal characters: two mammoths, a tiger, a sloth, two opossums, a weasel, dinosaurs and so on. It is the third installment of the move series. 

Clue #3: It takes place in a tropical lost world inhabited by dinosaurs beneath the ice. 

Clue #4: It’s about rescuing a sloth Sid by his friends and a weasel Buck.

Clue #5: In the end, Buck rescues Sid and his friends.

- What is the movie? 
- (It’s Ice Age 3 / Ice Age: Dawn of the Dinosaurs.) 
- That’s right! (Show the picture.)
- This activity is called ‘Movie Riddles.’

<Instructions>
- From this time, we are going to do movie riddles.
(Distribute worksheet #1: Movie Riddles)
- Please write five clues on the worksheet for 3 minutes and work individually.
<CCQ>
- Are you working alone, or in pairs? (Alone.)
- How much time do you have? (3 minutes.)
- Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

- Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

- Ok, let’s share your movie riddle with the whole class.
- As you know the rule, you can guess that answer after all five clues have been read. Lisa, could you read your movie riddle?
- Giving positive feedback: Good job, everyone!
