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There are several turning points of learning English in my life. 
My first experience of second language was in my school days. When I was in middle school, I started studying English. During that time, I met 6 teachers whose type was an explainer. The way they taught was one-way communication and was focused on grammar & reading. All I remember were the vocabulary tests, I still have few notes I made. Although it was not the best way to teach English, we studied it due to the exams.
Secondly, when I was in University, I had a chance to exchange language with my friend from Canada. Through this activity, my English was level it up. I learnt English naturally, and I needed to study the structure of Korean grammar to teach him. It turned out to help my English, too. Above all, it was very interesting. We communicated every day; I learnt not only foreign language but also their cultures. That was my first motive to like English. I believe we had the Carl Rogers’s three core teacher characteristics. Although it was short time, we respected, empathy, authenticity for each other. 
Thirdly, here is my next turning point in university. 
There was a foreign language institute in the university. One of the courses was for the children and all teachers were foreigners. I had part time job as T.A (teacher assistant) for 2 years. I had to speak English every day to communicate with them, furthermore I could learn   their teaching skills. Their teaching way was totally different from the way I learnt at school; there are variety actives and games which made students excited. They seemed like an involver the type of teacher; they were trying to involve the students actively. Most of the games were related with eliciting vocabulary. Regarding the pronunciation, they made students mimic their voice repetitively. I realized how differ student’s achievement are depends on teacher’s instruction. It was the special experience for learning English in my life. 
My last experience was at work.  After graduating in university, I got a job. That was local company which produces the digital door locks. At 2007, the company was merged into the Swedish global company. 
I needed business English at work due to communication with foreign colleagues. I usually used English by E-mail, Tele-conference, meeting, presentation, etc. 
Above all, presentation in English made me do high efforts. It was 10 times more difficult than presentation in Korean to me. The first time I had a presentation in English, I still vividly remember. Although I prepared a lot, I was so nervous. So my voice and my hands were shaky. However, through several presentations, my English improved very fast. 
Below are 3 simple steps of presentation in English.
1. Prepare the presentation as you would a speech.
2. Understand and memory what you want to say.
3. Deliver it to an audience.
Besides we can practice writing and speaking, we can build our confidence by this activity. Therefore, I believe that it will be very effective way if it is adapted to teaching English. 
On conclusion, below are the best ways to acquire 2nd language which are based on my own experience.

1. Have a certain goal for each step. It is not only because it gives us strong motivation, but also because it enables us to check the milestone. 

2. Expose ourselves to English related environment.  It is the most natural way to acquire it.
