	Aims:
Main Aim:  To enable students to learn past tense and S-V agreement by practicing examples and participating in activities.
Secondary Aims: To enable students to use past tense and S-V agreement by doing some activities: filling in the blanks, substitution drills, and writing/speaking a real play.
Personal Aims: I want to reduce my TTT and increase CCQ’s.

	

	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and their classmates’ speaking.

- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by participating in activities and sharing ideas in a group.
- Reading: Ss will read the worksheets. 

- Writing: Ss will write a real play in the post-activity session.

	

	Language Systems:
- Phonology: caught [kawt], shriek [shreek], shrieked /t/, pushed /t/, needs /z/, and means /z/
- Lexis: ax, hog, shriek, runt
- Grammar: Past tense, Subject-Verb agreement
- Function: how to use past tense and S-V agreement in fiction and real-play

- Discourse: None to discuss

	

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- Ss have basic knowledge of past tense and s-v agreement, but they are still not consistent in using them correctly in their own production.
- Students know how to do substitution drills.

	

	Anticipated problems and Solutions:
Students might have trouble filling in the worksheets. 
→ Teacher will give time to share answers by group works after filling in the worksheet alone. 
Activities might take too long than I expected.

→ Teacher will give time warning to students.

- Hello everyone. How are you?
- Did you go to Santiago before?
- Then let’s see Santiago.

<Instructions>
- Divide Ss into two groups: Write team and Go team
- Please say your word.
(Distribute worksheet #1)
- You have some picture pieces. Please order the pieces correctly for 2 minutes.
<CCQ>

- Are you working alone? (No.)

- Are you in a group? (Yes.)
- How much time do you have? (2 minute.)
- Monitor discreetly. 
- Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

<Instructions>
- Let’s see the pieces (show the answer on the board).
- What happened in this story?

- A few years ago, two soccer fans planed to go to Santiago, Spain to see a match, but they arrived in Santiago, Chile.
- Does this event happen now? (No.)

- Did this event happen in the past? (Yes.)

- How do you know that?
- The verb form: played, wanted, needed, booked, …
- Could you tell me the verbs from the first picture and I will write them on the board.

- We can see the verbs ending with ‘ed.’
- board: ‘V+ed’ form (past tense)
- We use this form when something happened in the past.
