My personal methodology as reflected from my post experience learning English

There are several teaching methods I experienced, and I would like to adapt the below methods in my future class.
First method is based on ALM (Audio Lingual Method).

At 2007, I enrolled a private education institute ‘Jungchul Language Institute’. I heard there was very famous speaking course which was called "Natural Speaking Engine". There were 6 steps in that course; each step consisted of 40 episodes. The main activities of it are Dialogue, Patten practice, Repetitive oral drill. 

Those are the following benefits.

· Dialogue; students can learn real and conversational English. And they practice spoken English, not written English. That means it is more practical and they also feel easy to study. 
· Patten Practice; students can learn grammar and how to make sentence. By practicing it, they can have ability to combine something new with something already learned.
· Repetitive oral drill; it enables students to feel entirely natural and familiar. And it also gives them confidence.
I would like to use this method to beginner class and intermediate class. 
Second method is debating activity.

I usually watch the debating program on Arirang TV, which is for English learner. 
Whenever I watch the show, I think that is very useful tool for learning English. 
To select proper topic is a critical success point of this method. A topic should be interesting and motivating to students. Additionally, it should be different topics depends on students’ level. It can be group or individual activity. However the group debating can be more competitive atmosphere. 
There are some actions during debating; students ask questions, come up with answers, listen carefully and make their opinion clear in English. Therefore, students can develop their listening skills and speaking skills. Ideally, students try to have more persuasive speech with many reasons. It also allows them to have diverse expressions.
Particularly, Korean student rarely have an opportunity to debate something, because not only Korean education is mostly traditional class type, but also Korean culture is obedient to the elder person. In this sense, they are not accustomed to affirming or negating something. I think this activity is very useful for Korean student to learn English and to build their thinking skills, as well.

I would like to adapt this method to intermediate class and advanced class.
Last one is giving good feedback. 
I strongly support that it is the most important element of teaching. That idea is based on my entire educational experience. 

I believe good feedback is starting from concern to students. However most of teachers deal with many students; so it is not easy to give specific feedback for each student. But in my point of view, it should be specific, clear, timely and productive. 
Students can find their strengths and weaknesses by receiving feedback; it gives them a better idea of how they are doing. Particularly, identifying their strengths is very important to improve their confidence and motivation. And it encourages them to achieve for higher goal. 
In the same way, it would be better to give and receive a feedback between teacher and student. Teacher also needs to know their teaching style by student’s feedback.

Teacher may discover if some methods they are using are actually helping the students. 
Hence, feedback comes from concern and rapport, two way feedbacks between teacher and student improve the relationship and interaction within the class.

I will give good feedback to my students and also try to receive feedback from my students.
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
