	Materials:
- various pictures of extraterrestrials

- pieces of papers with vocabulary and definitions
- worksheets (5 copies)
- board and markers
- a laptop and projector


	Aims
- Main Aim: to enable Ss to read an article about an alien and learn various vocabulary in the article by matching definitions
- Secondary Aim: Ss will be able to talk about their experiences or thoughts about extraterrestrials.
- Personal Aim: I want to improve my ICQs and CCQs, and be able to teach vocabulary effectively.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to teacher’s explanation and watching video clips
- Speaking: discussing about extraterrestrials during main activity
- Reading: reading the worksheet article and definitions of vocabulary
- Writing: boarding activity


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: nothing to discuss
- Lexis: learning various vocabulary in the article
- Grammar: nothing to discuss
- Function: how words are used in the context through reading the article



	Assumptions:

- Ss have thought about extraterrestrials before and have experience watching movies about them.
- Ss are intermediate level.
- Ss already know how the classroom works, and know how to answer ICQs and CCQs.
- Ss know how to work in pairs or groups, and have done boarding activities before.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If the Ss don’t understand or have difficulties reading the article 
  → the teacher will give explanation.
- If the Ss all think that extraterrestrials exist (for discussion in main activity)

  → change the topic slightly to a controversial issue.
- If the class finishes earlier than expected
  → make the discussion time longer.
- If the class takes longer than expected
→ make the discussion time shorter.

1. Guessing the topic
<Eliciting>

(show Ss pictures)

Questions: 

- What do you see in the pictures?

(Ss will answer ‘aliens’ or ‘extraterrestrials’)

- Can you guess what today’s topic is?
  (Ss will answer ‘aliens’ or ‘extraterrestrials’)
2. Introducing the topic
Today’s topic is about extraterrestrials. Do you believe in them? Do you think aliens that we see in movies or news really exist?
(Ss talk about their thoughts.)

	Materials: laptop and projector, worksheet (5 copies), pieces of paper with words and definitions, white board and markers

	Procedure:

1. Worksheet Reading Activity
(hand out worksheets)

Before we read the worksheet, let me show you a recorded film related to the article first.

(show Ss the film)

Now, I will give you five minutes to read the article. 

ICQs: What are you going to do?

          How many minutes do you have?

          Are you working alone?

(After Ss finish reading, divide them into two groups using pieces of papers with ‘Batman,’ ‘Robin’, and ‘Wolverine,’ ‘Professor X,’ and ‘Magnito’ written on them. One team is the ‘Batman’ team, and the other is the ‘X-men’ team.)

Can you find your group members?
2. Vocabulary Check-up
Okay, you have read the article. Did you understand it? Were there some words that you don’t know?

(Ss answer ‘yes’)

Now in groups, we are going to learn about the vocabularies that you probably had a hard time with when reading the article. I will give you pieces of papers with words and definitions, and in groups, you have to match them, and board your answers. 
I will give you about 8 minutes.

ICQs: Are you working in groups?

           How many minutes do you have?

           What are you doing?

 (hand out pieces of papers)

 You can look through the article to find out how the vocabulary is used in the context if you don’t know its meaning. 
(After Ss finish boarding answers, briefly check the answers with the whole class.)
3. Discussion

<Preparing for the discussion>
We have read an article about a corpse of an extraterrestrial. 
What did you think about it? Do you think it is true or false?

(Ss answer)

Now, we are going to have a discussion about this topic. Those of you who believe that these kinds of extraterrestrials really exist, raise your hand. 

(Ss raise their hands.)

(Group the Ss who believe in extraterrestrials are one group, and who don’t are the other.)

I will give you about 4 minutes to discuss in your groups about why you think so, and then we will have a discussion as a whole class. 

* If all or most of the Ss think that extraterrestrials exist, change the topic to “Do you think people’s effort to search for extraterrestrials or outer space life should continue or not? Why?”
<Discussion>

 Please freely talk about your ideas, and what you have discussed with your group. You have 5 minutes.

	Procedure
In today’s lesson, we have read and talked about extraterrestrials. What kind of image do you have when you think about aliens or extraterrestrials? Do you feel afraid of them? Or are they a friendly image to you?
(Ss answer)

Well, we can see many figures of extraterrestrials in movies, and they can seem scary or friendly and funny. 

I will finish today’s lesson by showing you a movie trailer, which draws aliens as a friendly and human-like image. The movie is called “Paul.” It is about two nerds from England who are really interested in aliens and extraterrestrials, and goes on a road trip to the United States to attend a fair about extraterrestrials. But on their way, they meet an alien. It is a funny movie, good for time killing. 

(Show Ss the movie trailer)

 What did you think about it? Do you think it’s interesting?
