	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will improve their speaking skills by discussing with other students about the confusion that can arise when traveling.

Secondary Aim:  Students will  immerse in the subject by making a pamphlet and role play. 

Personal Aim:               I want to increase STT. 

                            I want to be  confident and make  louder voice.


	Language Skills:

-Speaking:  Students will present  about a city and do a role-play.

-Listening:  Students will listen to teacher’s instruction, demonstration, classmate’s idea.

- Writing: Students will write a dialogue and make  a pamphlet

- Reading: Students will read a dialogue

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-Students are intermediate level and already know how to discuss in English.

-how to contribute to a mind map on the board

-how to discuss their ideas with a partner

-Students might have experiences traveling outside of Korea

-Students know about  some famous cities.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-  Students do not know about the city they picked 

         give them hints or remind them what they’ve seen or heard.

-  The lesson takes longer time than I expected

       make the post activity shorter.

-Students don’t know what the word “pamphlet” means

         show them the picture and give Ss “brochure” as a similar word.

-Students don’t know what ‘midnight sun’ means.

 Elicit ideas from Students. Explain that the sun doesn’t set for nights. It stays  all day and night 24 hrs during the summer
