	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will improve their speaking skills by role-playing situation on asking for & giving advice.
Secondary Aim:  
Students will engage each other in a role play situation on asking for & giving advice.

Students will learn English proverbs by matching phrases on the worksheet. 

Personal Aim: I want to reduce my TTT and increase STT. 

                            I want to make the students involved actively.
                            I want to elicit the students’ personal experience about counseling.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Teacher’s instruction, interacting with group members
- Speaking:  Role Play
- Reading: Role card
- Writing: Proverbs on worksheet


	Language Systems:

- Function : Asking for & giving advice

- Discourse: Role Play
- Phonology: None to discuss
- Lexis: None to discuss
- Grammar: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

- Students have experience asking for & giving advice.
- Students know they should speak only English in the class.
- Students know simple proverbs.

- Students know how to do a role play.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students have difficulty matching the proverbs.
         -> Give some examples to help the Ss’ understanding.
- If the role play is too difficult to them.

         -> Demonstrate how to do the role play.
- The lesson finishes early.

         -> Do SOS activity.

	1.Guessing about the subject
<Eliciting>

Elicit the meaning of ‘counselor’ from the students.  
Show the picture ‘Counseling’ and ask Ss ‘What do you think of this picture? What are they doing?’ And point at ‘counselor’ and ask Ss ‘What do we call this person?’
<CCQ’s>

1) Does counselor always work at outside? 
2) Does counselor need to be a good listener?
Yes, right. 

Today, we will learn about counseling.
2. Introduce the topic

<Eliciting>

Elicit the qualifications of good counselor from the students. 
Ask Ss ‘In order to be a good counselor, which qualifications are needed?’  Pick the answer related to the wisdom.  
Yes, right. 

First, we will learn about the words of wisdom.

2) Are you working in Individually?
(No, Grouping)

Monitor while Ss discuss & make note of any commonly made errors.
Give time warning 
Write down the Ss’ name. 
Ask the Ss ‘Please tell us your problem and who’s advice you chosen and why did you choose it?’
Vote for the best counselor.
