- Ss can debate: discuss arguments what Ss are on Zeus/Hera’s side.

- Ss can practice and improve speaking, reading and listening by working in a group.
- Ss can do a role play insisting why they need the new place.

- Ss can understand and arrange the events of the story and make it in sequence.

- Ss can express their own ideas of what they see in the pictures.

	Assumptions:

-  Familiar with sharing ideas and group work.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss don’t understand key vocabularies

→T tells Ss synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed. 

- If the role-play is too difficult to them

    →T will demonstrate how to do the role play
- If time is short

→Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about pictures #1~3 

and merits of being 1 chosen character (in role-play)
- If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea about the story and worth of a chosen character. 
Also give enough time to think to answer to the worksheets

2. Reading comprehension
Instructions

- Why was Argus special?

 (He had 100 eyes and could see everything)

- Why did Zeus turn Io into a cow?

    (Zeus did not want Hera to be jealous)

-How did Hera know the cow was not a real cow?

(The cow was a creamy color and had blue eyes)

- How did Zeus get Io back?

(He sent Hermes to get her)

- Why did Hera put Argus’s eyes on the peacock?

   (Argus failed the Hera’s mission)

- How did Hermes get Io back for Zeus?
   (He sang lullabies make Argus sleep and close his eyes)

Monitor actively and participate within each partner.

3. Debate

<Worksheet #1 – reading >

A long time ago, there lived a giant named Argus who had one hundred eyes. He had so many eyes that he could see everything in the world. His job was to spy on Zeus, the king of the gods, because Hera, the queen of the gods, was very jealous.

 One day, Zeus was talking to a beautiful maiden named Io. When Argus saw Zeus and Io together, Zeus quickly changed Io into a cow to avoid angering Hera. Nevertheless, Hera knew that Io was not really a cow because she was too beautiful. As a cow, she was creamy white and had bright, blue eyes. Therefore, Hera asked Zeus to give her the cow as a gift. Of course, Zeus could not refuse his wife. 

 Hera told Argus to watch Io day and night. She did not want Zeus to change Io back into a beautiful maiden. Zeus was sad because it was his fault that Io was now a cow. 

Thus, he sent Hermes, the messenger of the gods, to get Io. Hermes was a clever god who knew that he could not steal Io with Argus watching. Instead, he began to play lullabies on his flute. Soon, the eyes of Argus began to close one by one. When they were all closed, Hermes took Io. 

 When Hera found out what had happened, she was furious. She was so angry that she put every one of Argus’s eyes onto the tail of her favorite pet, the peacock. This is why the peacock has one hundred eyes on its tail today.

<Worksheet #2 – Role playing cards >
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	    Zeus was the child of Cronus, a cruel Titan.  He had two other brothers, Poseidon, and Hades.  After he and his brothers overthrew their father, the three of them drew lots to see who would become the supreme ruler of the gods.  Zeus won, and reigned as the leader of the gods.  He married his sister Hera, although he is probably best known for his scandalous affairs.  His weapon is the thunderbolt as he is the god of the sky.
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	Hera was Zeus's wife, as well as his sister.  She was the goddess of childbirth and marriage. Throughout Hera's marriage, Zeus was anything but faithful.  His affairs were many and each one enraged Hera all the more.  Because she could not directly attack Zeus for his crimes against her, she usually tormented his lovers or tried to destroy their children.  Despite Hera's best efforts, Zeus fathered many mortal heroes such as Hercules, as well as having several divine children that were not by Hera.  In fact, Zeus and Hera only had three children together.
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	Hermes was the son of Zeus and Maia, the daughter of Atlas.  He was Zeus' winged messenger, being the fastest of the gods.  He was the god of thieves.  He invented the lyre, the pipes, the musical scale, astronomy, weights and measures, boxing, gymnastics, and the care of olive trees.
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	Argus is a giant with a hundred eyes, who was also called Panoptes (all-seeing). Hera put him to guard Zeus mistress Io, but Zeus sent Hermes to kill the giant. Argus was then transformed into a peacock. 
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	Io is the beautiful daughter of the Argivian king Inachos, and one of Zeus's mistresses, who the god had turned into a cow to avoid the wrath of Hera. When Hera realized who the cow was, she made the monster Argus guard her until Zeus sent Hermes to rescue her. Hera kept persecuting Io in the shape of a gadfly, who swam to Egypt, where she turned into a nymph again and gave birth to Heracles ancestor Epaphus.
