2. Vocabulary

(explain meaning of adjective of personality)

Conservative
Usually, we think young generation are more open-mind. On the other hand, old people have conservative view. 
CCQ: Are you conservative?
          Are you grand parents conservative?
Outgoing 
This person gets along well with other people so they can make lots of friends where they go.
CCQ: How do you think who has many friends? Introvert or outgoing?

Tactless
 This is a compound word; Tack + less. Tack means the way in which you deal with particular situation, and less means small amount of. So combined these two, the meaning will saying or doing something in inappropriate situation. 
CCQ: who can give an example of tactless situations?
Arrogant
Someone who is arrogant behaves in a proud, unpleasant way towards other people they believe that they are more important than others.
CCQ: what is arrogant?
Interfering
This person wants to know everything even it is not relate him/her. They try to get involved in other people's affairs or to give them advice, especially when the advice is not wanted.
CCQ: what is Interfering?
Assertive 

Someone who is assertive states their needs and opinions clearly, so that people take notice. They think their decision will perfectly work for problems.
CCQ: What is the synonym of assertive?
Eclectic
This person not following one style or set of ideas but choosing from or using a wide variety. This kind of people could solve conflict between two or more people.
