· Ss can learn how to describe things by drills and personalization using “There is” and “There are”. 
· Ss can learn food vocabularies with the wall chart featuring variety of foods. 
· Ss can practice speaking by explaining to each other about the pictures.



	Language Skills:
· Listening:    Listen to the teacher.
·                    Listen to the peers in pair work.
· Speaking:    Answer to the T’s questions including CCQ. 

Describe a picture to the partner.
· Reading:     Read sentences using “There is” and “There are”.
· Writing:        Writhe sentences using “There is” and “There are”.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis:          Learn food vocabularies.

· Function:    Answer T’s questions including CCQ briefly.
· Discourse:  Explain a picture and Understand other’s description. 
                  Exchange information with others.


	Assumptions:
· Ss understand Be verb

· Ss know that the subject must agree with the verb in number

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If some of Ss do not get the meaning of target grammar. 
· Explain in Chunk 
· If students make mistakes using “There is” and “There are”.
· Correct immediately.

1.Greeting Students
Hello everybody. How was your weekend?
Today, I’ll invite you guys to my birthday party. I’ve prepared some food. But before starting to eat, we are going to learn the names of those foods! 

2.Food Vocabulary
Move around the class room and show picture #1 to Ss..
T: Aimie, What is it?
S: It’s apple
T: Yes, it’s apple.

    And Rachel, what is this?

S: It’s a milk.

T: Yes, that’s right.

	Procedure:
1. Meaning
Show pictures and explain the meaning of “There is” and “There are”.
(1)  Show a picture of bread. 
T: Take a look at this picture. What can you see?

S: Bread

T: Can I say “A bread”? (write “A bread” on the board and turn back to ask to the whole class)
S: Yes/ No

T: No, we can’t. We can’t say “A bread”. (Put X on “a” on the board)

Because We can’t count it. We can say “Bread”, “the bread”, “some bread” or “a piece of bread” and so on.  

   MJ, “The bread is soft” or “The bread are soft”?
   (Write “The bread is soft” and “The bread are soft” )

“The bread is soft” or “The bread are soft”?
   (ask to the whole class again)

S: Bread is soft.
T: You’re right. Because we can’t count it, we cannot put “are” in the sentence. 

  (Put X on “are”) 

Then we have bread, And bread is here (exaggerate “bread” and “is” with accent and gestures)

. We Say “There is bread” 
Repeat after me. 
2. Form
Point at the wall chart and ask to Ss.
T: Then, let’s get back to wall chart 
These are “Apples”, what do you say using there is or there are
S: There are apples
T: “a dog” what do you say?
S: There is a dog.
… a cat / rats / a window/ chairs/

In this way, ask Ss to get them familiar with form 

S:There is a cat

S:There are rats

S:There is a window

S:There are chairs

a.  simple repetition drill

<Listening Drill>

Show the substitute table to the students.

Teacher reads the substitute table.

Tell students not to repeat and just listen. 
Guys, Now we have this table

I’ll read this time. You just listen. So don’t repeat.

CCQ: Are you supposed to repeat after me?
          What should you do?

<Simple repetition in chorus>

Tell students to listen and repeat together.

This time, listen and repeat.

(Point the table while Ss are repeating)
CCQ: Are you supposed to repeat after me?

          What should you do?

<Simple repetition by individuals>

Pick someone and make him repeat individually.
(Point the table while S is repeating)
b.  simple substitution drill

Tell Ss to make sentences using There is and There are. 
From now on I’ll point at the word. Then you make each sentence with it
Show demonstration. 
Water! There is water!
Juice! There are apples!

(Point the table while Ss are making sentences.)
And pick individual to a make sentence.
This time, I’ll choose one person. When I point a word. Then he makes a sentence with it using “There is” and “There are”.
CCQ: What should you do?

Take a look at this worksheet.
